<at-peace> Father, we thank you for this day and all that you have prepared for us to partake of in fellowship with one another and with you that will keep and sustain each of us this day on the path home to you giving you the praise, honor, and glory that you are deserving of through Christ Jesus our Lord.

 

<opentext> Rom 15:18-19, 18 For I will not dare to speak of any of those things which Christ hath not wrought by me, to make the Gentiles obedient, by word and deed, 19 Through mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of God; so that from Jerusalem, and round about unto Illyricum, I have fully preached the gospel of Christ. KJV

 

<opentext> Being still, except for those areas that Christ has formed or fashioned within us. Being quick to hear, slow to speak and slow to wrath. So we can see then why Jesus Christ only spoke those things He heard the Father speak, which put His actions in line with those things which He heard.

<opentext> Often time people look for the Word to confirm the signs and wonders, when it is the signs and wonder which follow after and confirm the Word.
<opentext> As Mark says in his gospel, that they went forth and preached, and the Lord confirmed the Word with signs following. Yet how often is it that one will see people chasing after the signs?

<chosen> many do because they walk by sight not by faith

<greg> they want confirmation before they will step out in faith, rather than stepping out and allowing the glory of the Lord to bring up the rear guard

<helpmate> very often...all one has to do is to look at all the different denominations that there is out there

<disciple> those that live in the flesh seek fleshly signs
<opentext> The psalmist writes that surely goodness and mercy shall "follow" us all the days of our life, if we are doing that which God has asked of us. 

<opentext> So we can see then, that it is not a concern with what others are doing, or where they are at, but rather confidence in the work that Father is doing within us, and that trust and confidence to allow Him to bring that work to completion.

<opentext> If Jesus Christ had concerned Himself with where everyone else was at, and what they were doing, He would have never completed that which Father asked of Him.

<helpmate> He would not have been able to move forward to His goal
<opentext> By His Word the worlds were formed. So what do you think it is then that forms our world?

<helpmate> our words

<disciple> our words, life or death

<greg> speaking only those things which we hear of Father will keep us in heavenly places

<at-peace> death and life are in the power of the tongue
<opentext> Yet how often is it that people complain about what is going on within their world? And without understanding of how and why they have so many problems?

<disciple> that would cover most people...few realize they are forming their own destiny by their own words

<chosen^> most like to whine about everything around them and everyone they know

<greg> the complaints give fuel to a growing problem, rather than acknowledging the solution

<helpmate> most people have a negativity rather than think positive thoughts...i can do all things through Christ who strengthens me!
<opentext> So we can see then why it is so essential that one does not conform to this world, but rather that they are formed or fashioned by God and His Word. Allowing themselves to be translated into His kingdom by His love. So we can see then why the Word tells us that without a vision, without a clear understanding of His Word, the people will perish.

<opentext> Now if you will think back to the opening of this letter, Paul was clear to instruct them that this Message was about God's love, and how it was manifest by and through Christ Jesus, and how that this was the example set for us to follow after.

<opentext> All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and it is for our advantage to hear and receive it, and allow it to guide us through our journey while we are here. So that our life will be a presentation of the Word to those around us, and that all of the actions within our life will be a clear portrayal of the Word in action.

 

<opentext> Rom 15:20, Yea, so have I strived to preach the gospel, not where Christ was named, lest I should build upon another man's foundation: KJV

 

<opentext> How often is it that people will try to convince other people of what they think is true?

<greg> its because they think, and not know what was given us to know the mystery of the kingdom, that they are not only trying to convince others but still themselves that what they believe is true

<disciple> when they do not have a heart knowledge of what they are speaking of...the flesh wants confirmation of what they think is the truth

<helpmate> true, they think their way is the only way...right or wrong, they "think" they are right
<opentext> Salvation is a personal choice, a personal decision. It is not something that someone else can be persuaded of. What was it that influenced you most to turn your life over to God? Was it the loud mouthed phonies, or those few people that you saw that went about life with joy, and peacefulness within their life?

<disciple> it was those few who were walking in the Spirit and not fulfilling the lusts of the flesh

<greg> once I tasted the goodness of the Lord, and knew without a doubt it was from Him, nothing else could ever replace that message of love that had become so alive and real to me personally

<helpmate> exactly

<chosen^> unconditional love that could only come from Father

<at-peace> the meekness (gentleness of strength) of the Spirit being presented through Father's vessels
<opentext> Paul when he started his life and walk for God, was going to all of the usual places looking to tell people about what had happened within his life. But as Paul grew in the wisdom and stature of Christ within him, he then went from house to house and those who "would hear" the Word of the Lord.

<opentext> I must decrease, so that He might increase, and a clear portrayal of being an active participant in and of His divine nature, is what is presented to all those whom we come in contact with each day.
<greg> o/     <opentext> yes greg

<greg> simply put, God sent His word and healed us and delivered us from all our

 destructions, it is a message of love that God sent, and it is those that respond in love are

 the ones God accepts into His kingdom, and not of any works lest any should boast

<opentext> It is the simplicity of the gospel of Christ...yet most try to complicate it with their thoughts and ideas of how it should work

<greg> I often thought i needed to spend more time with my nose in the bible, but it is more a matter of hearing, and learning of to experience and share the love of God to all

<opentext> as Paul said in these verses...by word and deed
