Hebrews 4:11 Let us therefore be zealous and exert ourselves and strive diligently to enter that rest [of God, to know and experience it for ourselves], that no one may fall or perish by the same kind of unbelief and disobedience [into which those in the wilderness fell]. AMP

 


Let us exert ourselves! Does one put in a full and complete effort into their relationship with God? Are there other people, places, or things that have a greater priority than He does? How often does one take their salvation for granted? Is God there only for emergencies?

Hebrews 2:1-4 Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things which we have heard, lest at any time we should let them slip. For if the word spoken by angels was stedfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just recompence of reward; How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us by them that heard him; God also bearing them witness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will? (KJV)

1 Peter 4:17-19 For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first begin at us, what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God? And if the righteous scarcely be saved, where shall the ungodly and the sinner appear? Wherefore let them that suffer according to the will of God commit the keeping of their souls to him in well doing, as unto a faithful Creator. (KJV)


A maximum effort to strive diligently to enter into that peaceful relationship with Father this day [now faith] (Heb 11:1). Is this your primary goal each day? Food for thought!

7965  shalowm (shaw-lome'); or shalom (shaw-lome'); from 7999; safe, i.e. (figuratively) well, happy, friendly; also (abstractly) welfare, i.e. health, prosperity, peace: 

KJV-- X do, familiar, X fare, favour, + friend, X great, (good) health, (X perfect, such as be at) peace (-able, -ably), prosper (-ity, -ous), rest, safe (-ty), salute, welfare, (X all is, be) well, X wholly.

7965  shalowm or shalom-

completeness, soundness, welfare, peace 

a) completeness (in number) 

b) safety, soundness (in body) 

c) welfare, health, prosperity 

d) peace, quiet, tranquility, contentment 

e) peace, friendship 

1) used of human relationships 

2) with God especially in covenant relationship 

f) peace (from war)

Seek and pursue peace with God our Father and our Lord Jesus Christ. 
The steps of a good man are ordered by the Lord which will keep me in His perfect peace.

Proverbs 16:3 Commit thy works unto the LORD, and thy thoughts shall be established. (KJV)

Seek and pursue that peace that passes all understanding that will keep my heart and mind through Christ Jesus. Thinking on those things above. 
Philippians 4:8 Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things. (KJV)

Let the peace of God rule and reign in my heart and mind. Operating in that meek and quiet spirit that is of great price to our Father that I may hear His still small voice that is able to restore and keep the peace within me.

1Thessalonians 5:23-24 And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. Faithful is he that calleth you, who also will do it. (KJV)

1515  eirene (i-ray'-nay); probably from a primary verb eiro (to join); peace (literally or figuratively); by implication, prosperity: 

KJV-- one, peace, quietness, rest, + set at one again.

1515  eirene-

1) a state of national tranquillity, exemption from the rage and havoc of war 

2) peace between individuals, that is, harmony, concord 

3) security, safety, prosperity, felicity, (because peace and harmony make and keep things safe and prosperous) 

4) used of the Messiah's peace, the way that leads to peace (salvation) 

5) used of Christianity, the tranquil state of a soul assured of its salvation through Christ, and so fearing nothing from God and content with its earthly lot, of whatsoever sort that is 

6) the blessed state of devout and upright men after death

Hebrews 4:8-11 For if Jesus had given them rest, then would he not afterward have spoken of another day.There remaineth therefore a rest to the people of God. For he that is entered into his rest, he also hath ceased from his own works, as God did from his. Let us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief. (KJV)

Hebrews 12:14 Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord: (KJV)

James 3:18 And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace of them that make peace. (KJV)
