Bible Study Wednesday 11 September 2002


Proverbs 3:11 My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be weary of his correction: KJV

Teaching is essentially necessary to show the man the way in which he is to go; discipline is necessary to render that teaching effectual; and, often, correction is requisite in order to bring the mind into submission, without which it cannot acquire knowledge. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

Let’s take a closer look at the comments that Adam Clarke makes here.

Teaching is essentially necessary to show man the way which he is to go. One often forgets what their condition was before Christ was allowed to come into their life. A person spent that entire time prior to Christ, teaching themselves to live contrary to God and His Word. As the Word tells us, that we are to train a child in the way of God, so that as they grow or mature, they will not depart from that strait and narrow path. Thus, why the Lord tells us that one must come to Him as a child. Willing to be taught and instructed in the ways of God. What is your attitude towards His correction and instructions this day?

 

Discipline is necessary to render that teaching effectual. Can you ever remember being told not to touch something because it was hot? Yet, what did you do? Did you touch that which was hot? For many, it took more than the one time to learn what the true meaning of hot was, and the consequences of forgetting those instructions.

 

The wages of sin is death! Yet, just like with when one was learning the meaning and cautions of something being hot, so to is it with sin. Since one does not always want to heed Father’s counsel, one often times gets burned. If one will hear and obey Him, then there is life; however, disobedience to Him and His Word, brings about death.

 

Often, correction is requisite in order to bring the mind into submission, without which it cannot acquire knowledge. 

 

Romans 12:2 And do not follow the customs of the present age, but be transformed by the entire renewal of your minds, so that you may learn by experience what God's will is - that will which is good and beautiful and perfect. (Weymouth's New Testament)

 

Romans 12:2 Stop living in accordance with the customs of this world, but by the new ideals that mold your minds continue to transform yourselves, so as to find and follow God's will; that is, what is good, well-pleasing to Him, and perfect. (William's New Testament)

 

One needs to quit living their lives by the way their former nature wanted them to live. Now one must allow their lives to be molded, transformed by the renewing, or renovating of their minds, by hearing and then obeying the message delivered by and through Christ Jesus, so as to be pleasing to Father.
