Bible Study Monday 12 August 2002

 

Does one take a speed bump as a warning (which it is), or as an irritation? How often does one take God’s Word the same way, as an irritation, rather than a warning or correction?

 

James 3:11 Doth a fountain send forth at the same place sweet water and bitter? (KJV)
 


A speed bump should cause a person to slow down, to be more aware of their surroundings, and most of all, more considerate of those people that are around them. Paul tells us that we should be the example of the believers; “but always set an example for believers, in speech, conduct, love, faith, and purity.” 

 


Is one trying to run over the people, rather than slowing down and stopping for the people at the speed bump? What kind of example as a Christian, do you think you are setting, and what kind of message are you sending to those who are watching you?

 

Titus 2:7 In all things shewing thyself a pattern of good works: in doctrine shewing uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity, (KJV)

 

Titus 2:7 and above all make your own life a pattern of right conduct, having in your teaching no taint of insincerity, but a serious tone, (Weymouth's New Testament)

 

[In doctrine showing uncorruptness] Mixing nothing with the truth; taking nothing from it; adding nothing to it; and exhibiting it in all its connection, energy, and fullness. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Do you mumble and grumble because you are a bit late, and they (the speed bumps) are slowing you down?

 

Is your example and attitude while driving, really that of a Christian? It is in all manners of life that we are to be an example of the believers. Yet, how often do people think that it only applies at certain times, or in certain aspects of their life?
