Bible Study Wednesday 12 June 2002


Christian: to be Christ like!

1 Peter 2:21 For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow his steps: KJV

John 17:21-22 That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me. 22 And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: KJV

 

The ultimate of examples; learning to be one in Him, so that we may have that same type of relationship with the Father that Jesus Christ had and maintained with Him. Yet, how often does one think that this is impossible? Or, that it is possible for everyone but themselves?

 

[That they all may be one] This prayer was literally answered to the first believers, who were all of one heart and of one soul: <Acts 4:30>. And why is it that believers are not in the same spirit now? Because they neither attend to the example nor to the truth of Christ. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Ephesians 4:5 there is but one Lord, one faith, one baptism, (William's New Testament)

 

Ephesians 4:13 till we all of us arrive at oneness in faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God, and at mature manhood and the stature of full-grown men in Christ. (Weymouth's New Testament)

 

[The knowledge of the Son of God] A true understanding of the mystery of the incarnation; why God was manifest in the flesh, and why this was necessary in order to human salvation. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

[Measure of the stature] The full measure of knowledge, love, and holiness, which the Gospel of Christ requires. Many preachers, and multitudes of professing people, are studious to find out how many imperfections and infidelities, and how much inward sinfulness, is consistent with a safe state in religion: but how few, very few, are bringing out the fair Gospel standard to try the height of the members of the church; whether they be fit for the heavenly army; whether their stature be such as qualifies them for the ranks of the Church militant! The measure of the stature of the fullness is seldom seen; the measure of the stature of littleness, dwarfishness, and emptiness, is often exhibited. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

1 Corinthians 1:10 Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment. KJV

 

Note, How far will pride carry Christians in opposition to one another! Even so far as to set Christ and his own apostles at variance, and make them rivals and competitors. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

Often times people think or assume that it is coming into agreement with one another, as a group of believers; however, this is not the case. It is a matter of one coming into agreement with God. One allowing Father to reveal to them who His Son is, and the purpose that They put into fact or place before the foundation of the world. Thus, why it is the body of Christ; and why Paul said but one Lord, and one faith, and can only be accomplished by the one Spirit. Who, or what are you one with?

 

Colossians 2:6 As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him: (KJV)

 

Colossians 2:6 As therefore you have received the Christ, even Jesus our Lord, live and act in vital union with Him; (Weymouth's New Testament)

 

Seeing ye have embraced the doctrine of Christ, continue to hold it fast, and not permit yourselves to be turned aside by sophistical or Judaizing teachers. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

1 John 5:20 And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life. (KJV)

 

[We know that the Son of God is come] In the flesh, and has made his soul an offering for sin; and hath given us an understanding-- a more eminent degree of light than we ever enjoyed before; for as he lay in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him unto us; and he hath besides given us a spiritual understanding, that we may know him who is true, even the TRUE GOD, and get eternal life from him through his Son, in whom we are by faith, as the branches in the vine, deriving all our knowledge, light, life, love, and fruitfulness from him.
