Psalms 119:160 Thy word is true from the beginning: and every one of thy righteous judgments endureth for ever. (KJV)

 

2 Timothy 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: (KJV)

 

Speed bumps:

[Is profitable for doctrine] To teach the will of God, and to point out Jesus Christ until he should come. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

[For reproof] To convince men of the truth; and to confound those who should deny it, particularly the Jews. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

[For correction] Pros (grk 4314) epanorthoosin (grk 1882). For restoring things to their proper uses and places, correcting false notions and mistaken views. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Instruction in righteousness indicates training or education that is to be found in the way of righteousness, or in "the faith" (cf. ASV: [instruction which is in righteousness]). (From Wycliffe Commentary)

 

[For instruction in righteousness] Instruction in regard to the principles of justice, or what is right. Man needs not only to be made acquainted with truth, to be convinced of his error, and to be reformed; but he needs to be taught what is right, or what is required of him, in order that he may lead a holy life. (From Barnes' Notes)
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
