<opentext> Rom 3:24[All] are justified and made upright and in right standing with God, freely and gratuitously by His grace (His unmerited favor and mercy), through the redemption which is [provided] in Christ Jesus, 25 Whom God put forward [before the eyes of all] as a mercy seat and propitiation by His blood [the cleansing and life-giving sacrifice of atonement and reconciliation, to be received] through faith. This was to show God's righteousness, because in His divine forbearance He had passed over and ignored former sins without punishment.  AMP

 

<opentext> If you have a cut, and you have an antiseptic and bandage, but never apply it to the sore, of what value are they?

<opentext> Many people acknowledge Christ Jesus, and all that He did, but because of a lack of revelation, because of a lack or ignorance of participation in the divine nature, what good does the mercy and grace of God do them?

<opentext> Yet, how easy is it, and how often does one try to prove their worthiness to God apart from Christ? 

<helpmate> without faith, it is impossible to please Him

<disciple> anytime a person doesn't give a sincere effort to live in God's realm, they are trying to prove their own righteousness to God

<d-h> without (apart from Him) Him we can do nothing 

<at-peace> whenever one forgets it is not of works and try to serve and worship Him according to the flesh and not in Spirit and Truth

<opentext> Without a vision, a revelation of the divine nature of Christ made available to the believer, and an application of this revelation to their life, what good does the grace and mercy of God do for a person?

<disciple> none at all  <chosen> no good  <helpmate> it is as if it is not there at all

<d-h> g: they are blind so they cannot see it  <d-h> j: exactly

 

<opentext> Rom 3:26 It was to demonstrate and prove at the present time ( in the now season) that He Himself is righteous and that He justifies and accepts as righteous him who has [true] faith in Jesus. 27 Then what becomes of [our] pride and [our] boasting? It is excluded (banished, ruled out entirely). On what principle? [On the principle] of doing good deeds? No, but on the principle of faith. AMP

 

<opentext> Rom 3:26 To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus. 27 Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? of works? Nay: but by the law of faith.  KJV

 

<opentext> The law or principle of faith: {faith, the ability of one to hear the Word of God, and by the Spirit have revelation made of the Word or Message heard delivered from Father by and through Christ Jesus, come to life in ones life by the divine nature of Christ within the believer].

<opentext> If the Word just sits within the pages of the Bible, but is never brought to life in one's life by the Spirit of Christ, it is the same as having that antiseptic and bandage sitting in the medicine cabinet, but never applying it to the sore for healing and recovery.

<opentext> One must become a doer of the Word: that is one who hears the Word, allows the Spirit within to bring it to life and an actual way of living, the Message that one has heard from the mouth of God.

<opentext> For God so loved the world, that He gave the total medicine cabinet for healing of the body, soul and spirit by and through Christ Jesus. Yet, one has to follow by revelation, the lifestyle and example that Jesus of Nazareth set for us in being that active participant in the divine nature of Christ.

<opentext> Yet, so often when things seem to fail in one's life, how often is the blame placed one anyone, or everyone but themselves?

<disciple> usually, that is what happens, rather than taking the responsibility for the consequences of one's own actions

<helpmate> they have forgotten that one needs to work out their own salvation with fear and trembling

<chosen> when not willing to accept responsibility for oneself

<opentext> Thus we can see why Paul said, that if "YOU" continue in the faith; grounded and settled in the revelation of who you are in Christ [that active participant of the divine nature]. YOU, have to continue in that relationship with the Father by and through the redemptive act of Christ Jesus. However, is this always the example that one focuses on and follows [continuing in]?

<disciple> nope  <chosen> no  <helpmate> no  <at-peace> no  <d-h> not always

<opentext> By grace [ the sacrificial atonement made by and through Christ Jesus] through faith [ the principle or law set forth by the Message delivered by and through Christ Jesus] is one saved [delivered from the power of darkness, and translated into the kingdom of His dear Son]:

<opentext> It is not of works [not anything the person can do apart from Christ] lest any man should try to boast or brag of their own accomplishments apart from Christ [ that is apart from their active participation in and of the divine nature].

<opentext> One can hear the verses, but does one always have the patience to wait for Father's revelation of the Message within the verses?

<helpmate> not always <d-h> j: no at tines we get ahead of Father  <disciple> not always

<d-h> g: we try to solve things ourself and fall flat on our face at times

<opentext> Let us go boldly unto the throne of grace [the mercy seat of the risen Christ]. But how can one go boldly, with confidence, if they have no revelation of who they are in Christ; or that He did indeed make the total sacrifice in and on their behalf so that they could have a right-standing with the Father?

<chosen> not possible   <helpmate> one could not  <disciple> they can't

<d-h> g: they cannot, they will be following there own imaginations

<opentext> Yet, how often does one try to operate apart from the mercy seat of Christ; that is apart from active participation in the divine nature?

<disciple> many try to do that

<helpmate> whenever they lean to their own understanding

<at-peace> when walking by sight or traditions and doctrines of man rather than by faith

<chosen> whenever we use our own strength and understanding
