How much effort are you putting into your relationship with God today?

 

2 Timothy 2:15 Do your best to present yourself to God an approved workman who has nothing to be ashamed of, who properly presents the message of truth. (William's New Testament)
 

Hebrews 4:10-11 For he that is entered into his rest, he also hath ceased from his own works, as God did from his. Let us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief. (KJV)

 

Hebrews 4:10-11 For He who has been admitted to His rest, has rested from His works as God did from His. 11 Let it then be our earnest endeavour to be admitted to that rest, so that no one may perish through following the same example of unbelief. (Weymouth's New Testament)

 

[Let us labour therefore] The word spoudasoomen (grk 4704) implies every exertion of body and mind which can be made in reference to the subject. All things else omitted, this one thing let us do. We receive grace, improve grace, retain grace, that we may obtain eternal glory. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

[Let us therefore labour] Let us earnestly strive. Since there is a rest whose attainment is worth all our efforts; since so many have failed of reaching it by their unbelief, and since there is so much danger that we may fail of it also, let us give all diligence that we may enter into it. Heaven is never obtained but by diligence; and no one enters there who does not earnestly desire it, and who does not make a sincere effort to reach it. (From Barnes' Notes)

 

God has provided rest, and this rest is to be occupied or entered into. Unbelief blocks entrance into God's rest, while faith opens wide the entrance; and so this rest is available only to true Christians. (From Wycliffe Commentary)

 

2 Peter 1:10 Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall: (KJV)

 

[Wherefore] Seeing the danger of apostasy, and the fearful end of them who obey not the Gospel, and thus receive the grace of God in vain; give all diligence, spoudasate (grk 4704), hasten, be deeply careful, labour with the most intense purpose of soul, (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

[For if ye do these things] If ye be careful and diligent to work out your own salvation, through the grace which ye have already received from God; ye shall never fall, ye shall at no time stumble or fall; as the Jews have done, and lost their election, <Rom. 11:11>, where the same word is used, and as apostates do, and lose their peace and salvation. We find, therefore, that they who do not these things shall fall; and thus we see that there is nothing absolute and unconditional in their election. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
