Bible Study Wednesday 14 August 2002

 

How often does one forget the example they are (supposed to be) portraying in everyday life? 

 

James 1:23-24 Because if anyone merely listens to the message without obeying it, he is like a man who looks in a mirror at his own face, 24. for he looks and then goes off and at once forgets how he looked. (Williams New Testament)

 

Is your relationship with God based in and on what others have told you, or in that which you have heard from God? Firsthand knowledge versus rumors. If you watch other people, you will speed over the speed bumps. If you listen to and watch Father, you will set the example which He asks of you.

 

He is affected with his own appearance; he sees deformities that might be remedied; spots, superfluities, and impurities, that might be removed. While he continues to look into the mirror he is affected, and wishes himself different to what he appears, and forms purposes of doing what he can to render his countenance agreeable. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Our grace and strength can only be by and through Christ Jesus. This is the only way for one to obtain and maintain their salvation. 

 

On going away he soon forgets what manner of person he was, because the mirror is now removed, and his face is no longer reflected to himself; and he no longer recollects how disagreeable he appeared, and his own resolutions of improving his countenance. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

By tomorrow, will you have forgot what the purpose of the speed bump was? His Word should be a life changing thing, not a short-term manipulation of one’s actions.

 

The doctrines of God, faithfully preached, are such a mirror; he who hears cannot help discovering his own character, and being affected with his own deformity; he sorrows, and purposes amendment; but when the preaching is over, the mirror is removed, and not being careful to examine the records of his salvation, the perfect law of liberty, <James 1:25>, (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

It is the Spirit of God that brings conviction to us. Therefore, we must slow down and pay attention to the speed bumps and hear and see what Father is trying to point out to us.

 

or not continuing to look therein, he soon forgets what manner of man he was; or, reposing some unscriptural trust in God's mercy, he reasons himself out of the necessity of repentance and amendment of life, and thus deceives his soul. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
