<opentext> The law of faith: one's ability to hear and comprehend the Message delivered by and through Christ, and having a working understanding of that which is heard [the revelation of the mystery of godliness], become an active participant in the divine nature of Christ [how God is manifest in the flesh of the believer by the divine nature of Christ], 

<opentext> so that one is then able to lead a life according to the law or principle set forth in the Word ; [the Spirit will lead and guide the believer into all truth by revelation of God's will], so as to be pleasing to God [ a child worthy to be adopted into His family].

<opentext> One's ability to hear and comprehend the Word and voice of God; yet how often does a person base what they act upon, on that which others have said, rather then on that which has come from the throne of, from the very mouth of God?

<disciple> sometimes do that when getting ahead of Father...doing the research rather than waiting to hear Him

<opentext> A working knowledge of the Word! Yet, most have only memorized the Word, and so thus have no working knowledge of the Word. They are merely puppets acting out that which others have taught them. Hypocrites, role or stage players.

<chosen> should be following the example of Jesus Christ, doing only those things that our Father asks of us

<opentext> It is by grace through faith that a person is saved; a life based on works is a life that is self-centered, and one then boasts of their accomplishments. The law of faith however, is based in and upon the grace and mercy of God, and thus produces a God centered life. One that is led and guided by the Spirit of Christ within, that principle of faith in harmony or agreement with God's love and grace.
