What exactly is your faith based in and on, a fact, or a myth? 

 

John 17:3 And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. (KJV)

 

Many people will wonder how there could be another gospel. By the same reason that Paul said, “If indeed some visitor is proclaiming among you another Jesus whom we did not proclaim, or if you are receiving a Spirit different from the One you have already received or a Good News different from that which you have already welcomed, your toleration is admirable!” 2 Corinthians 11:4 (Weymouth translation)

 

People often forget that even the devil and his workers can appear as an angel of light. So, one has to remember how much leaven it takes to affect or infect the whole of the lump or message. His sheep know His voice, and the voice of a stranger they will not follow. Yet, people are always looking for new fads, new doctrines, new things to follow, rather than studying to show themselves approved unto God, so that they will never have reason to be ashamed when they stand before Him.
