Bible Study Tuesday 15 October 2002

 

Isaiah 35:8 And an highway shall be there, and a way, and it shall be called The way of holiness; the unclean shall not pass over it; but it shall be for those: the wayfaring men, though fools, shall not err therein. (KJV)

 

Isaiah 35:8 a stainless highroad shall appear, its name “The Sacred Way”; no soul unclean shall tread it, no impious foot stray over it: (Moffatt translation)

 

[But it shall be for those] "But he himself shall be with them, walking in the way." That is, God; see <Isa. 35:4>. "Who shall dwell among them, and set them an example that they should follow his steps." (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

How often we forget that Jesus of Nazareth set the standard for how we should live (He is the way), by always hearing and obeying the truth of God’s Word, Christ, and this is what set the way (method, means, system) that we too should travel during our pilgrimage here.

 

All scripture is given by inspiration, or guidance from God, and it is for our advantage to hear and follow the guidance system which He has given for us, in order for us to maintain a right relationship with Him. (We learn to love Him; recognizing how great His love was first for us).

 

As opposition increases, the Scriptures become the believer's reliance, his bulwark. Paul's characterization of this age as one of increasing wickedness is in accord with the picture given by the Lord in the Olivet Discourse. 13. Seducers. Used in the sense of "wizard," and also of "juggler," or "cheat." In this context the emphasis is on deceit. 14. In sharp contrast to this opposition of the world and its deceit, Timothy was to continue in the sound Scripture doctrine, in reliance on God. An important element in continuing is knowing of whom one has learned. The character of the teacher and witness is important in establishing the truth of the Gospel. (From Wycliffe Commentary)
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
