<lovey> then what did you say we are lacking I’m lost

<helpmate> just the opposite...when we accept Jesus Christ

<NowFaithIs> lovey, take a moment to scroll back

<opentext> when we fall short of the mark...whose fault is it, since God has given us the measure of the gift of Christ?

<opentext> if we have a brand new car....but fail to put gas in it...how far will it get us?

<mizpah> nowhere

<helpmate> aaah...not far

<MusicMac> backwards, sometimes.

<opentext> when we accept Jesus Christ...we have this brand new spiritual vehicle.....and the Word is our fuel

<opentext> how often do most of us fuel this tank?

<NowFaithIs> once a week

<helpmate> not enough to go around the block

<NowFaithIs> with low grade!

<opentext> ok...once a weak....

<mizpah> So if we don't take in the Word, we don't go forward

<opentext> exactly

<opentext> Father has given us all we need.....now...for us to remain on that straight and narrow path....we have to keep fuel in the tank

<MusicMac> Like I was saying, sometimes a lack of the Word will put us back further than we were before.

<opentext> because we can never stay in the same place with God.

<opentext> we either grow closer...or grow further away

<MusicMac> Many New Agers started out as Biblically-illiterate Christians.

<opentext> the more we know of the Word, and who we are in Jesus Christ...the more our strength develops

<opentext> exactly michie...and we saw a prime example of that a bit ago

<opentext> The same holds true for our hearing and eating. We are much more apt to read the morning paper while we are having our toast and eggs, then we are to draw upon His daily bread. How  have we put ourselves in this condition?

<opentext> It is of a certainty that  we can not do things on our own. As we look at Paul the Apostle, we can see how day by day, that his dependence on the Lord grew. Yet, for the most part, people want others to acknowledge what they have done. To take note of all the things that they have acquired. There is nothing wrong with money, as long as it does not become our priority. When it becomes our priority, that is when it becomes our love, over and above Father.
