What is your response, when things do not go or turn out as “you expect them to”? What is it that floods your heart?

 

Romans 5:3-5 And not only that, but this too: let us continue exulting in our sufferings, for we know that suffering produces endurance, 4. and endurance, tested character, and tested character, hope, 5. and hope never disappoints us; for through the Holy Spirit that has been given us, God's love has flooded our hearts. (Williams New Testament)

 

Be anxious for nothing, Paul tells us plainly. Yet, how often are one’s fears and anxieties that which rules or governs their life? That is why we are told that God has not given us the spirit of fear, but rather the Spirit of Christ; that is that Christ is the power and wisdom of God, and when we recognize and acknowledge who Christ the Son of God is, one is then able to see and recognize Father’s deep love for us, and when this is kept fresh in the heart and mind, it brings about a mind that will not wander, but rather executes sound judgment in agreement with God’s Word.
