<opentext> Rom 5:10 For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, it is much more [certain], now that we are reconciled, that we shall be saved (daily delivered from sin's dominion) through His [resurrection] life. AMP

 

<opentext> His promises are new each morning, as we have the opportunity to move forward this day in now faith. Yet, how often does one remain aware of the fact that we have this fresh start with Him each day?

<chosen> not always, sometime we focus on what took place yesterday

<helpmate> only if we stand firm by the continual renewing of our mind

<disciple> not always

<opentext> If, we confess our sins [short-comings], He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and cleanse us from all unrighteousness. Being mindful of how easy it is to get back into God's grace, since the redemptive price has been paid for all transgressions.

 

<opentext> Rom 5:11 Not only so, but we also rejoice and exultingly glory in God [in His love and perfection] through our Lord Jesus Christ, through Whom we have now received and enjoy [our] reconciliation. AMP

 

<opentext> If one begins to doubt His love, will one then be able to walk in His promises?

<disciple> no     <chosen> no    <helpmate> no

<opentext> So we can see then, that one has to be mindful of His love, in order to live and operate in His grace.

<opentext> We are able to reciprocate His love, when we remain mindful of the fact that He first loved us, which we can see by the redemptive process, that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

<opentext> Yet, how often does the devil try to tell you that you are not worthy of His love? That maybe your sin was to bad to receive His mercy?

<helpmate> every opportunity that he gets

<disciple> he is always nagging on that, but it's up to us to believe the truth over the lie

 

<opentext> Rom 5:12 Therefore, as sin came into the world through one man, and death as the result of sin, so death spread to all men, [no one being able to stop it or to escape its power] because all men sinned. AMP

 

<opentext> By Adam, sin came into the world. It is now a part of the lower nature. And the only way to be delivered from this death penalty, is by receiving God’s grace by faith in His Word and His promises.

<opentext> Of ourselves, there is no way for a person to escape this death sentence for sin.

<opentext> Yet, how often does one try to prove themselves to God, before they are willing to accept His love and forgiveness?

<disciple> sometimes too prideful to go to Him and ask forgiveness

<helpmate> we don't need to prove anything, we need to humble ourselves and come to Him

<opentext> ALL have sinned and fall short of the glory of God. There are none of mankind that are righteous, no not one. Thus why one has to remember that there is but one Mediator between God and man, and that the man Christ Jesus, the forerunner for us, the first born from the dead.

 

<opentext> Rom 5:13(For until the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam's transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come. 15 But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. KJV

 

<opentext> Just as each and every person inherits the nature of sin from and through Adam, so to, all have the same opportunity to inherit eternal life by and through Christ Jesus.

<opentext> Now, where the problem arises, is from the fact that we are at present housed within this earthly vessel, and so people try to relate to God by the lower nature, rather then entering into His realm of the Spirit.

<opentext> How often does one remain cognizant of the fact that one has been delivered from the curse of the law by and through Christ Jesus?

<disciple> when one begins to doubt their ability to receive forgiveness for any sin, then one is placed under the law, again

<disciple> they place themselves under the law, again

<chosen^> we need to remember that constantly in order to walk in the newness of life

<opentext> Paul tells us that if any man [human being, person] be in Christ, he is a new creation, that old things have passed away[the old nature done away with, born again by His Spirit] and all things become new [that fresh start following the forerunner who set the path for us to follow].

<opentext> Yet, how hard is it for a person to believe that they are a new creation, when it appears [walking by sight] so many things have remained the same, or appear to?

<disciple> becomes difficult at times, especially when we repeat a mistake

<chosen^> when walking by sight we will miss out on seeing all that God accomplished in the spiritual realm for us and in us

<helpmate> one has been operating in the flesh for so long that they have a hard time seeing what Jesus and Christ went through for them that they are only seeing in the physical and not seeing anything in the spiritual

<opentext> Good answers. 

<opentext> People have operated in the ways and tendencies of the flesh for so long, that most of what they do is to appease the flesh, rather then recognizing that God is a Spirit, and those who fellowship with Him, must do so in Spirit and in truth [His Word is truth].

<opentext> Most people then study to find their approval of men that they have elevated to the place of saviour or redeemer, and thus fail to study to show themselves approve unto God. They begin in the Spirit, and then think or assume that they are made perfect by refinements of the flesh.

<opentext> Today, walk in His Spirit, and you will not fulfill the lusts or cravings of the flesh.

<opentext> any questions or comments from today's study?

<helpmate> it is a constant...daily... training exercise to keep the mind renewed, so that we are able to walk in the spirit....without that effort daily, we will be walking in the flesh.....not a good place to be

<opentext> as Paul said, that constant battle to keep under the body [the lower nature] and keep it under the subjection [rule] of the Spirit

 

<opentext> Rom 8:2For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. 3For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: 4That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 5For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. (KJV)
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
