Coming to Him as a child in trust and confidence, ready and willing to learn from Him.

Matthew 18:3 And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven. KJV

When is the last time you saw a young child ask or question their parent if there would be food, clothing, or a roof over their head? The child has explicit trust in the parent. This is the same trust and reliance one needs to develop and to have with God.

 

This is the same reason why one should come to God as a child in their understanding, that they can learn from Him. 

 

1 John 2:27 But the anointing which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him. KJV

 

Divine illumination, in order to confirmation, must be something continued or constant. Temptations, snares, and seductions, arise. The anointing must abide! (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

The Spirit of truth will not lie; and he teacheth all things, that is, all things in the present dispensation, all things necessary to our knowledge of God in Christ, and their glory in the gospel. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

John 14:26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. KJV

 

[He shall teach you all things] If in the things which I have already spoken to you, there appear to you any obscurity, the Holy Spirit, the Advocate, Counselor, and Instructor, will take away all your doubts, free you from all embarrassment, and give you a perfect understanding in all things: (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
