<opentext> Rom 8:17-18, 17 And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together. 18 For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us. KJV

 

<opentext> Again, before we move on here, one thing that i want to emphasize is the fact that we are heirs of God, if we remain in Him.

<opentext> Now if you stop to think for a moment, that when you hear people talk about what they inherit, they talk about material possessions. They do not talk about the relationship that they had to have in order to be a part of the inheritance.

<opentext> Thus why it is of such great importance that one realizes what Paul is saying here, that we "are heirs of God".

<opentext> God is not going any place. He always was and always will be. So one has to see that what they are inheriting, is being a part of Him.

<opentext> Yet, how often does one look at it in this manner?

<opentext> Now, in this world, if a person is of any value or worth [by the standards of this world] there will be a great struggle and conniving over who will inherit a persons possessions. Great steps will be made, to try to wrest the possessions from the rightful inheritors.

<opentext> The devil knows what he has missed out on, and there is nothing that he will not try, to keep you, to prevent you, to even rob you from receiving the inheritance that God has for those who are faithful to Him.

<opentext> As one looks at the account of the life of Jesus Christ, one is able to see and observe, how the devil and his workers tried all that they could, to steal the inheritance from Jesus Christ.

<opentext> Now, if we are going to be joint-heirs with Him, and the gift is still the same, don't you think that the same efforts are going to be made against you, to prevent you from receiving that inheritance?

<chosen> yes             <disciple> yes

 

<opentext> So then when these attacks are made against you, does one keep their focus on the mark of the prize of the high calling in Christ Jesus [the inheritance of Him] or does one get caught up in the circumstances?

<disciple> sometimes get caught up in what's going on around me

<chosen> can be easy to get caught up in it, if we give it our attention

 

<opentext> Rom 8:17 And if we are [His] children, then we are [His] heirs also: heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ [sharing His inheritance with Him]; only we must share His suffering if we are to share His glory. AMP

 

<opentext> So then one should be beginning to see, that just as the enemy tried to prevent Him from receiving the inheritance, the same efforts will also be made against us. However, since He [Jesus Christ of Nazareth], has already traveled this path successfully before us, we are able to be shown, revealed to us and in us, how we can successfully navigate this path through this world, to get home with Him.

 

<opentext> Rom 8:18 [But what of that?] For I consider that the sufferings of this present time (this present life) are not worth being compared with the glory that is about to be revealed to us and in us and  for us and  conferred on us! AMP

 

<opentext> Yet, when the attacks come, how often is it that first thing that a person assumes, is that they must have done something wrong for the attacks to have come against them?

<opentext> What did Jesus Christ of Nazareth ever do wrong, to cause the attacks against Him?

<disciple> nothing          <chosen> nothing at all

 

<opentext> He was tempted in every manner as we are, but He did not sin. He always heard Father's counsel, applied that which He heard to His life and to His walk. He only did those things He saw the Father do [walk in the Spirit, and you will not be lead astray by the cravings, whining, lusts of the flesh or lower nature].

<opentext> He only spoke those things He heard the Father speak. For He always remained cognizant that each and every word has the implications of life or death.

<opentext> The enemy comes but to steal any part one may have of receiving the inheritance in Him. To kill any hope one may have of remaining a part of His family. And thus bring about eternal destruction for those who will be tempted and led off of the strait and narrow path, which leads to Father's house.
