Bible Study Tuesday 19 November 2002

 

A person will hear many things that are presented as facts; yet only God and His Word are truth!

 

Romans 3:3-4 What then, if some of them have proved unfaithful? Can their unfaithfulness make null and void God's faithfulness? 4. Not at all. Let God prove true, though every man be false! As the Scripture says, "That you may prove yourself upright in words you speak, and win your case when you go into court. (Williams New Testament)

 

Romans 10:8 But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach; (KJV) 

 

There is no occasion to seek high or low for the saving power; the word of reconciliation is nigh. The way of salvation is now both plain and easy. The law is magnified and made honourable by the death of Christ; and the doctrine of faith in his death and resurrection is fully proclaimed, and amply proved to be effectual to the purpose for which it was revealed. 2 Corinthians 2:17 Now who is qualified for such a task? I am, for I am not a peddler of God's message, like the most of them, but like a man of sincerity, like a man that is sent from God and living in His presence, in union with Christ I speak His message. (William's New Testament)
 

The Word of faith which we preach, should be that which has been sown within our heart, that is the Word of God, yet is this always the case? 

 

By the preaching of the Gospel the doctrine of salvation is nigh thee, and the saving influence is at hand: it is in thy mouth, easy to be understood, easy to be professed: and in thy heart, if thou art upright before God, sincerely desiring to be saved on his own terms, not striving to establish thy own method of justification by the law, which must forever be ineffectual, but submitting to the method of justification which God has devised. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

In many instances, the word which has been preached, is nothing more than a cheap imitation, but, if the people do not know His voice, how can they tell that which is counterfeit? 

 

God’s Word can be presented, but does that always mean that the Word is real and alive to the person presenting it? Yet, how often do people assume, that because someone can quote or present the Word in an articulate way, that they must be of God?

 

The Word is supposed to be sown in your heart. Out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth will reveal that which is inside the person. What will people see of you this day?
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
