(KJV)

<opentext> John 6:34-36 34 Then said they unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread. 35 And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst. 36 But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not.  (KJV)

<opentext> One becomes lazy. Things other then the Word become a priority.

<opentext> Our hearing becomes dull. Listening to the wrong things, dulls one's ability to hear Father clearly.

<opentext> What happens when you begin to doubt?

<his> start to make wrong choices based on own understanding

<diligently> then start to lean on my own understanding.

<joyful> fear and emotions begin to take over, satan is peeking in

<rhoumai> I have let fear in, and am not exercising faith

<at-peace> we begin to walk by sight and not by faith... allowing the external circumstances to affect us

<opentext> The fleshly man gains the upper hand. And we know, or should know, that those that are in the flesh, cannot please God.

<opentext> 1 Cor 10:16 16 The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?

<opentext> The cup of blessing....the blood of Christ. A spiritual union. God is a Spirit, and those that fellowship with Him, must do so in Spirit and in truth. His Word is truth. This is the fellowship that Father seeks.

<opentext> One Lord, one faith (by hearing the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ), and one baptism.

<opentext> It is one body, with Christ as the head. And we are to be partakers of that one bread, or as Peter said, being partakers of His divine nature.

<opentext> Yet, how often is it that one denies themselves from being a partaker with and of Him, because they look and observe all of their flaws or deficiencies from the past?

<d-g> we are saved by grace through faith, and that not of works

<opentext> How often do we also do that with our brothers and sisters in Christ as well?

<his> at time thoughts come in..then paying heed to the accuser of the brethren

<diligently> .do see so much of Christ in brothers and sisters.

<rhoumai> we are learning to see Christ in others rather than seeking flaws

<chosen> if we allow pride to get in

<at-peace> if we looking at others short comings, then we have taken our focus off of Father, where it needs to be

<joyful> do that when we want the focus taken off our own mistakes

<opentext> Usually, it is a regressive growth. First we will find our own faults, and use those as an excuse to not hear or follow the Word. Then, as one regresses from there, they will begin to find fault with others, so that no one will take a close look at them. These attitudes will not prevail, if one stays in the Word. If they maintain that relationship with God that they should.

<opentext> The old nature has had it's way for so long, that it is easy to regress to that former self. Especially when one has relaxed a bit, and allowed the Word to slip.

<opentext> 1 Cor 10:17 17 For we being many are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread.(KJV)

<opentext> We are either one with Him, or we are against Him. 

<opentext> There is no middle ground, no grey area.

<opentext> 1 Cor 10:18-19 18 Behold Israel after the flesh: are not they which eat of the sacrifices partakers of the altar? 19 What say I then? that the idol is any thing, or that which is offered in sacrifice to idols is any thing?  (KJV)

<opentext> How can two walk together, unless they be agreed?

<opentext> A house divided, will fall. If one neglects the spirit being within them; and does this on a continual basis, what will the outcome be?

<opentext> Isn't this what the Corinthians did? They allowed a little bit of the old ways in, and it was not long till they had left their first love. Their stature in the physical life became of more importance then their standing with God.
