(KJV)

<opentext> definition for strife...2054  eris (er'-is);of uncertain affinity; a quarrel, i.e. (by implication) wrangling: KJV-- contention, debate, strife, variance.

<opentext> Are we to be quarreling with one another? If one is operating in the truth of His word, one would not be doing this, as their total focus would be in pleasing Father. Recall when the disciples were arguing who would sit where in heaven.

<opentext> definition for divisions....1370  dichostsis (dee-khos-tas-ee'-ah);

from a derivative of 1364 and 4714; disunion, i.e. (figuratively) dissension: KJV-- division, sedition.

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:18For first of all, when ye come together in the church, I hear that there be divisions among you; and I partly believe it.  (KJV)

<opentext> People, the fleshly person, likes to form clichés or groups of people that are similar to them. Yet, it should be but one body of Christ.

<opentext> Pride and egos get in the way, as people try to compete with one another, rather then being obedient to that which Father asks of them.

 <opentext> If one's motivation is in pleasing Father, there will not be competion within the body of Christ. Rather, the people would be totally consumed in doing only that which Father asks of them. Without faith, it is impossible to please Him.

<opentext> Therefore, one must be hearing the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ, allowing this Word into their life, and allowing it to become an actual way of life, if one is going to please Him.

<opentext> And, if one is hearing Him, they will not have time to get caught up in the wrangling or debates over carnal things.

<opentext> Man shall not live by bread alone, but rather by "every" Word that proceeds froth from the mouth of God. For His sheep hear His voice, and the voice of a stranger they will not follow.

<opentext> Each and every moment, of each and every day, it takes a total effort on the believers part, to maintain their walk on that strait and narrow path. One has to not only hear His instructions, but they must also be willing to be obedient to those instructions.

<opentext> Being a doer of the Word, that is one who lives the Word, and not a forgetful hearer. Today, will you do all He asks of you, without being concerned with what others are doing?
