<opentext> 1 Cor 11:18For first of all, when ye come together in the church, I hear that there be divisions among you; and I partly believe it. 19For there must be also heresies among you, that they which are approved may be made manifest among you. 20When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper.  (KJV)

<opentext> If there are divisions or cliches, then there has to be different doctrines or heresies as well.

And since the Lord said that man shall not live by bread alone, but every word that proceeds forth from the mouth of God; and that His meat was to do the will of Him that sent Him, what would you think this supper of the Lord's would be?

<chosen> His bread of life, the Word

<opentext> faith; the ability to hear the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ, and allowing it to become an actual way of life!

<rhoumai> feasting on the Word of God

<opentext> One's ability to hear Father, take that Word which He presents to you, assimilate that Word within your being, and allow it to become the source and strength of your life.

<opentext> It is when one allows man's traditions, doctrines and rituals to be their teacher, that one is drawn away from the truth.

<opentext> It is His Spirit that is to lead us and guide us into all truth. However, if there is envy, division and strife, then one is a milk Christian at best, they are acting carnal or fleshly, and my Bible says that they that are in the flesh cannot please God.

<opentext> Yet, when one is defending man's traditions and such, does one ever give thought to what the Word says? Or, have they placed all of their trust and confidence in what they have been taught?

<opentext> Jer 4:22For my people is foolish, they have not known me; they are sottish children, and they have none understanding: they are wise to do evil, but to do good they have no knowledge.  (KJV)

<opentext> Whatever is not of faith, is sin. It does not matter how long the ritual or doctrine has been around.

<opentext> Isa 6:9And he said, Go, and tell this people, Hear ye indeed, but understand not; and see ye indeed, but perceive not. 10Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and convert, and be healed. (KJV)

<opentext> How sad it is, that so few want to hear or see the truth.

<opentext> Just as the children of Israel were so quick to worship an idol after being delivered, the same holds true for most when they are first delivered as well.

<opentext> Thus why the Word tells us to seek the truth well it may be found.

<opentext> Jer 5:4Therefore I said, Surely these are poor; they are foolish: for they know not the way of the LORD, nor the judgment of their God. 5I will get me unto the great men, and will speak unto them; for they have known the way of the LORD, and the judgment of their God: but these have altogether broken the yoke, and burst the bonds. 6Wherefore a lion out of the forest shall slay them, and a wolf of the evenings shall spoil them, a leopard shall watch over their cities: every one that goeth out thence shall be torn in pieces: because their transgressions are many, and their backslidings are increased. (KJV)

<opentext> Matt 23:16Woe unto you, ye blind guides, which say, Whosoever shall swear by the temple, it is nothing; but whosoever shall swear by the gold of the temple, he is a debtor! 17Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gold, or the temple that sanctifieth the gold? (KJV)

<opentext> Man puts more in his accomplishments, then He does in God and His Word. Man goes about to establish his own righteousness, and then sets his own standards.

<opentext> Man puts more confidence in the physical things, then they do the Word, which is Spirit and it is life.

<opentext> Rom 1:22Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,23And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things.24Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between themselves:

25Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.  (KJV)

<opentext> It is always easy to point the finger at someone else for our own troubles and problems. 

<opentext> 1 Pet 4:17For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first begin at us, what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God? 18And if the righteous scarcely be saved, where shall the ungodly and the sinner appear?  (KJV)

<opentext> Note, that is says obey the gospel, not traditions and doctrines.

<opentext> And, this judgements begins at the house of God, which temple you are.

<opentext> Rom 3:10As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one: 11There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God. 12They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one. :13Their throat is an open sepulchre; with their tongues they have used deceit; the poison of asps is under their lips:14Whose mouth is full of cursing and bitterness: 15Their feet are swift to shed blood: 16Destruction and misery are in their ways: 17And the way of peace have they not known: 18There is no fear of God before their eyes.  (KJV)

<opentext> All scripture is given by inspiration of God...and it is profitable....if heard and obeyed.
