Bible Study Thursday 24 May, 2001

<greg> we come before you this day Father with thanksgiving and praise for the word of your grace which is able to build us up and make us wise unto salvation, and we thank you for it through Jesus Christ our Lord

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:18For first of all, when ye come together in the church, I hear that there be divisions among you; and I partly believe it. 19For there must be also heresies among you, that they which are approved may be made manifest among you.20When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper. (KJV)

<opentext> Again, as we saw yesterday, when we come together, it should be to obtain spiritual nourishment from the Lord.

<opentext> His desire, is that we partake of His divine nature, so that we are able to do the works that He did, and greater works also, as He went to be with Father.

<opentext> This cannot happen or will not happen, as long as one is always trying to relate these things to the physical. Or they try to apply them by man's traditions or doctrines.

<opentext> The Word tells us quite clearly, that those that are in the flesh....cannot please God

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:21For in eating every one taketh before other his own supper: and one is hungry, and another is drunken. 22What? have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or despise ye the church of God, and shame them that have not? What shall I say to you? shall I praise you in this? I praise you not.  (KJV)

<opentext> People are easily influenced by affluence or riches. So, what is the purpose for gathering together? To show of a new wardrobe, or a new car?

<diligently> the sharing of the Father through Christ .

<his> to learn from the Lord

<rhoumai> no...it should be for edification of the body

<diligently> same mind 

<at-peace> no, to partake of His Word together, to encourage and exhort one another

<chosen> to learn from Father through His Word

<Moriah> hmmm having difficulty understanding that term - what do u mean by edify?

<opentext> Remember, it is the Lord's supper, and He told us quite clearly that man is not to live by bread alone, but rather by "every word" that proceeds forth from the mouth of God. That He (He who was sent from heaven) is the bread of life.

<opentext> edify= exhortation, encouragement, support

<Moriah> k

<opentext> Yet, when He told the followers that they had to eat His flesh, and drink of His blood, almost all left Him, for they said this is a hard saying.

<opentext> Now, if one will keep in mind, the problem that the Galatians had, they began in the Spirit, but then shortly, again returned to operating in the flesh. And Paul described their condition as having a spell cast on them.

<opentext> When one is born again, they begin the new life in Christ (2Cor 5:16-17, John 3:1-8). This is a spiritual rebirth. So, as being born of His Spirit, it takes spiritual nourishment for this new creation to exist, let alone to grow and develop.

<opentext> So where will one find this food or nourishment? In man's traditions and doctrines?

<chosen> no, in God's pure Word

<rhoumai> no...in the Word of God

<diligently> no it can only be found through Christ..

<helpmate> no...only within His Word

<his> no, in His Word,, and only in it

<joyful> no, in His Word

<diligently> no one comes to the Father but by me.  (Christ)

<matti> listening the voice of Christ

<greg> mans are milk doctrines

<at-peace> no in the Word of God, allowing the Holy Spirit to be their teacher and guide

<opentext> What happens then, when one tries to take physical or carnal instruction, to feed this spiritual being?

<greg> the carnal things have more influence than the spiritual

<chosen> the spirit gets weak and under nourished and so the flesh rises up and takes control

<joyful> chaos, destruction within 

<matti> error

<diligently> then they are going on there own strength and understanding.. death  in time.

<rhoumai> it doesn’t nourish the spiritual at all and frustrates the physical 

<his> no nourishment ..weakening leading to spiritual death

<diligently> have to move from milk to meat of the word.

<opentext> So then, when one starts following man instead of Christ, is it any surprise why all of the confusion and doubt sets in?

<chosen> no  <rhoumai> not at all  <diligently> no  <joyful> no  <his> no  <matti> no

<opentext> So if the message is producing, envy, or division, or strife....is this the message that one should be hearing?

<helpmate> no  <chosen> no  <matti> no  <rhoumai> no  <his> no  <joyful> no  <diligently> no

<Moriah> is the devil trying to confuse u when u feel those things

<opentext> This is why one has to learn to hear Father's voice. So they will not follow the voice of a stranger.

<opentext> Moriah, confusion is not from God, so that only leaves one place that can come from. God gives us His peace when we are in agreement with His Word.

 <opentext> 1 Cor 11:23For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread: 24And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me. 25After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.  (KJV)

<opentext> The Lord asked them to do this in remembrance of Him, as until the day of Pentecost came, they would be without Him. This was something to give them encouragement until He sent His Spirit. Now, once His Spirit was made available to them, why would they need something physical, to try to nourish a spirit being?

<rhoumai> they don't ... it only gives the physical body a bit to eat and drink

<diligently> they don’t. .they are going on mans teachings now, if they do it.

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:26For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till he come. 27Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord.28But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. 29For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. (KJV)

<opentext> And, even after the day of Pentecost, then the disciples had to hear again all that the Lord had spoke to them, and put it into a spiritual perspective. How many of you, since you were born again, still have had trouble with traditions and rituals of man, that you had been taught?

<his> yes

<at-peace> yes

<helpmate> not like we used to have

<chosen> yes at first

<diligently> they do try to still slip in again now and then.

<rhoumai> yes

<matti> i have had

<opentext> Luke 12:2For there is nothing covered, that shall not be revealed; neither hid, that shall not be known. 3Therefore whatsoever ye have spoken in darkness shall be heard in the light; and that which ye have spoken in the ear in closets shall be proclaimed upon the housetops. 4And I say unto you my friends, Be not afraid of them that kill the body, and after that have no more that they can do. 5But I will forewarn you whom ye shall fear: Fear him, which after he hath killed hath power to cast into hell; yea, I say unto you, Fear him. (KJV)

<opentext> We heard many things concerning the Word of God before one was born again. Once we receive His Spirit, now one must learn to rightly divide the Word of truth, so that one is able to hear Father's meaning of what has been put forth, rather the man's interpretation.

<opentext> This is why one needs to find the importance of hearing Father's Word each day, and thinking on it, to hear that which He has for you. SO that by His Word you are strengthened and grow up into Him in all things.

<Moriah> may i ask something again... what does it mean when u say... divide The Word of Truth?

<opentext> To take the time to see if the Word that has been presented before you...is from God...or only man's ideas.

<opentext> for example...man says there was three wise men at the manger...is this true or false?

<Moriah> is that what it means?... ok 

<diligently> false

<Moriah> three wise men... or shepherds?

<helpmate> wise men

<opentext> so to hear God's answer, one must go to Father's Word, and hear what Father says, and not man. And yet, often times one will still go and read the Word, and still hear what man has told them, as they want to believe man more then God.

<Moriah> k got that...

<Moriah> thank you brother

<opentext> Matt 2:11And when they were come into the house, they saw the young child with Mary his mother, (KJV) 

<opentext> SO, when one goes to the Word, they will see that God plainly says the wise men (number unknown) were never at the manger! Yet, man teaches and depicts this quite often.

<opentext> So, one has to hear what God says, not what man wants it to say.

<opentext> Today, will you hear that which Father knows that you have need of? or, will you do it your way?

<his> listen to Father

<chosen> i will hear Father

<rhoumai> we will allow Father to teach us and His Spirit to guide us this day

<at-peace> Father and His Way... my ways are as filthy rags

<diligently> will hear that which Father knows i have need of 

<joyful> listen to Father's Way

<matti> will hear what Father has for me
