Bible Study Wednesday 16 May, 2001

<chosen> Father we come to you with thanks in our hearts for all that you have done for us and revealed to us, and we pray that we will be ready to hear and obey that which you have ready for us at this time, and we thank you for that bread of life that is available for each of us.... we give you all the glory and praise for who you are, and for all things, in Christ Jesus our Lord.

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:2Now I praise you, brethren, that ye remember me in all things, and keep the ordinances, as I delivered them to you. 3But I would have you know, that the head of every man is Christ; and the head of the woman is the man; and the head of Christ is God. 4Every man praying or prophesying, having his head covered, dishonoureth his head. (KJV)

<opentext> As we talked about yesterday, is that God has set the rules. People can fuss or argue about them all they want, but one must still remember who it is that is seated on the throne.

<opentext> God set the order of creation, and the order of and for redemption. One can either become a partaker of His redemptive plan, or rebel against it.

<opentext> The Father sent the Son, and the Son obeyed all that Father asked of Him, to make reconciliation available to all that would believe.

<opentext> Now why Father created man first, you will have to ask Father when you get home. I will not be as Job and try to question God on why He did things as He did.

<opentext> Contrary to popular belief by some, i do not have all of the answers concerning the Bible, but rather i follow that which is recorded there to the best of my ability. 

<opentext> in verse 3, Paul sets the order. Now, in verse 4, we see that man has the problem of the veil of the flesh covering his head, until he is willing to receive the revelation of Christ. 

<opentext> For as long as one is operating in the flesh, he cannot please God.

<opentext> Praying and prophesying. Talking with Father, and then speaking that which Father reveals. 

<opentext> What a different world this would be, if all operated as such. Making sure we heard Father clearly in all matters, before opening one's mouth.

<opentext> Why is it, that people do not want to follow God's order?

<chosen> it is contrary to the ways of the flesh....so the flesh rebels against God's way

<his> believe lie rather than truth

<diligently> the world is used to having the father of lies.and they follow his order.

<greg> most dont want to suffer the persecution that goes with taking a stand for the truth

<rhoumai> they want to be in charge without answering to anybody else

<opentext> Is it because they think they are greater then God? Any time one rejects Father's wisdom, and operates on their own, apart from the Word. they are in essence telling Father that they know better then Him.

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:5But every woman that prayeth or prophesieth with her head uncovered dishonoureth her head: for that is even all one as if she were shaven. 6For if the woman be not covered, let her also be shorn: but if it be a shame for a woman to be shorn or shaven, let her be covered. 7For a man indeed ought not to cover his head, forasmuch as he is the image and glory of God: but the woman is the glory of the man. 8For the man is not of the woman; but the woman of the man.9Neither was the man created for the woman; but the woman for the man. (KJV)

<opentext> Again, God's order. In this area of scripture, Father has not taught me in great detail, and i will not try to get into areas i do not have full understanding.

<opentext> The basics of what these verses do say, is that God has put man in charge. That there is an order established by God. The woman rebelled first, and then man listened to the woman. Thus God has set an order within the body of Christ.

<opentext> Now, does this mean that every man that stands up and says that he is speaking in God's behalf, one should listen to? NO! We are told clearly to try the spirits, to see whether they are from God.

<opentext> Each person still has the obligation to study for Father's approval. Rightly dividing the Word of truth.

<opentext> 1 Cor 10For this cause ought the woman to have power on her head because of the angels. 11Nevertheless neither is the man without the woman, neither the woman without the man, in the Lord. 12For as the woman is of the man, even so is the man also by the woman; but all things of God. 13Judge in yourselves: is it comely that a woman pray unto God uncovered? 14Doth not even nature itself teach you, that, if a man have long hair, it is a shame unto him?  (KJV)

<opentext> As i said, i do not have a full understanding in this chapter, and will not pretend to. Nor does my spirit man have a peace about what most of the commentaries say on this area of scriptures.

<opentext> What i do see here, is much concerning the law; as well as the fact that Paul is addressing a large group of fleshly people.

<opentext> If one is really seeking God, and wanting all that he has for them; will they get hung up in areas such as this?

<opentext> The covering one should be concerned with, is being covered by Christ Jesus.

<opentext> If He is one's mediator, then one will be properly represented before the Father.

<opentext> 1 Cor 11:15But if a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her: for her hair is given her for a covering. 16But if any man seem to be contentious, we have no such custom, neither the churches of God. 17Now in this that I declare unto you I praise you not, that ye come together not for the better, but for the worse. 18For first of all, when ye come together in the church, I hear that there be divisions among you; and I partly believe it.  (KJV)

<opentext> As Paul further explains, then there were divisions among them. Arguing, strife, debates. Man as a whole, is hungry for power. Man wants to be in control.

<opentext> It is by hearing and obeying His Word, that one is able to bring peace and order to their life. Yet, how often is it jealousy and strife that enters in, rather then God's peace?

<rhoumai> anytime one's focus is on self rather than Father

<joyful> too often if not listening and obeying Him

<chosen> when we allow satan to sneak in to bring disunity

<his> they do when the flesh is allowed to control

<opentext> Even when we also gather together, do we come together to hear what a certain person has to say, or to hear what Father has to say? 

<diligently> when thoughts and imaginations come in and they are not cast down.

<his> Father

<chosen> Father thru His Word

<at-peace> should be to hear what Father has to say

<joyful> Father

<diligently> hear Father always

<opentext> It is easy for a person to look to the creation, rather then the Creator. Looking to a man for answers, rather then God.

<opentext> Let God be true, but every man a liar. Justified in one's sayings, because they are in full agreement with that which God has spoken.

<opentext> Being obedient. One does not understand all that there is within God's Word, but, we do know that God has our best interest at His heart. Therefore one must hear and obey His Word. Abraham did not understand why God asked him to sacrifice his son, yet he was willing to do as God asked, knowing that God would not lead him astray.
