<opentext> Father, we thank you for this day, and this time to come and learn from you. With open hearts and minds, we come before you with that expectancy, that you know that which we have need of this day. We thank you and give you the praise Father through Christ Jesus, our Lord and savior...

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:1Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I would not have you ignorant. 2Ye know that ye were Gentiles, carried away unto these dumb idols, even as ye were led.  (KJV)

<opentext> Now remember, that the Word "gifts" does NOT belong in that verse, as it is not in any of the original Greek texts.

<opentext> definition for the word ignorant.... 

50  agnoeo (ag-no-eh'-o);from 1 (as a negative particle) and 3539; not to know (through lack of information or intelligence); by implication, to ignore (through disinclination): KJV-- (be) ignorant (-ly), not know, not understand, unknown.

<opentext> One has to ignore God and His Word. The Bible clearly tells us that all of creation proclaims His glory. And yet, man often worships the creation, more than the Creator.

<opentext> Those that are operating in the fleshly realm...the physical, cannot please God. Our relationship with Father, is supposed to be by and through the message of faith. (the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ)

<opentext> Yet, how often is what we believe, contrary to His Word?

<diligently> it can be that way, unless we study  Fathers word.. seeking  our own salvation .

<m-g> when heeding the wrong voice

<rhoumai> we believe the lies until we seek out the truth in Father's Word

<opentext> Often times, one is ignorant, because a lack of information, or misinformation. 

<Moriah> yes the devil is so deceitful... at times twisting even the very Word of God

 <opentext> 1 Cor 12:2Ye know that ye were Gentiles, carried away unto these dumb idols, even as ye were led.   (KJV)

<opentext> Rom 1:24Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between themselves: 25Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.  (KJV)

<opentext> One is carried or led away, because of the lusts of "their" own heart. They would rather follow the crowd. This is where they place their trust and confidence.

<Moriah> yes...

<Moriah> sometimes we look at other believers and lose sight of God Himself

<opentext> Often times, one only thinks that an idol is a statue or such. Yet, it can be a job, or a possession, or a person; anything that one would covet more than their relationship with God.

<opentext> One is to seek first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness, and then that which we have need of will be added unto us. That is, the blessings will overtake us.

<opentext> Gal 3:3Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh? 4Have ye suffered so many things in vain? if it be yet in vain. 5He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?   (KJV)

<Moriah> by the hearing of faith...

<opentext> Without faith, without a working knowledge of His Word, it is impossible to please Him. So it is His Word that one must know, if they are going to please Him. It is the truth that will set us free from the traditions and doctrines of this world, and will keep us free, if one will continue in the Word of truth.

<opentext> However, this has to be an everyday process, not just when we feel like it, or have gotten oneself in deep trouble.

<opentext> How often is it, that one will follow other peoples ideas, and ignore that which the Word asks of them?

<rhoumai> i have done that...and it always leads to problems

<diligently> often if in the world, that is how the world is run ,and if in there flesh

d-g says there is a Bible study going on, you are welcome to participate, but please do not disrupt!!

<m-g> every time we follow the "old man's" way of doing thing and don't seek Father first and don't obey

<at-peace> any time we lean to our own understanding, we ignore that which the Word asks of us

<chosen> when we try to please man and put Father second

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:3Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and that no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost.  (KJV)

<opentext> One has to have a clear and concise understand of who Jesus Christ is, for them to have a proper relationship with Father. It can not be according to what standards the world sets, but it has to be according to the standards that God set within His Word.

<opentext> If one does not have an understanding of who Jesus Christ is, then one will be easily led astray. They will follow the dumb idols and doctrines that man has set up. They will become involved with the fleshly rituals that excite or please the flesh.

<opentext> One has to be born of the water, and of the Spirit, to see or enter the kingdom of God (John 3:3-8) This spiritual birth is brought about by the Word of God, Christ. For it is in Christ that one becomes that new creation. Old things are past away, dead and buried, and a new life in the Spirit begins.

<opentext> However, this relationship with God, must then continue in the Spirit.

<opentext> Col 1:23If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was preached to every creature which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister; (KJV)

<opentext> One must continue in the Word. They must dig deep to get rid of all shifting sand, so that their feet are firmly planted on the Rock of their salvation.

<opentext> One cannot be moved away by what others are doing. One must ignore the idols and false doctrine these people will try to get one to follow.

<opentext> Continuing in the faith, that is hearing the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ. Allowing His Word to become a way of life. This Word must be the daily nourishment that one seeks from Father. For the Father knows that which you have need of before you ask. Yet, how often is it that one asks for this spiritual nourishment that is so essential for life and growth?

 <opentext> 1 Cor 12:1Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I would not have you ignorant. 2Ye know that ye were Gentiles, carried away unto these dumb idols, even as ye were led.   (KJV)

<opentext> So then, if one does not seek this spiritual nourishment, then they will be ignorant of God and His Word, and they will be very easily led away to follow after dumb idols. They will be easily led astray.

<opentext> One must also remember, that these people of Corinth were very easily led back to the workings of the flesh, as they were a very carnal people. They had become accustomed to the best of the luxuries the world had to offer. Isn't this the same problems that the devolved countries of the world face today?

<opentext> 1 Cor 3:3For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men? (KJV)

<opentext> This is why Paul shared with us, that he was in a constant battle, to keep under his body to keep it in subjection to the Spirit.

<opentext> It is the hearing of faith (the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ) that set us free. God is a Spirit, and those that fellowship with Him, those that partnership with Him, must do so in Spirit and in truth, His Word is truth.

<opentext> Walk in the Spirit, and you will not desire the lusts of the flesh. Today, which path will you follow?
