<d-g> heavenly Father we give you praise and thanksgiving for your plan of salvation that you have revealed unto us and continue to this day by the word of your grace which is able to build us up this day through Jesus Christ our Lord

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:11But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will. 12For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ.  (KJV)

<opentext> In Christ, operating within the mystery, they are "complete" in Him. So then it is a matter of learning all that has been made available to the believer, and then allowing Father to use us as He sees best.

<opentext> Not thinking more highly of ourselves then we ought. And at the same time, not thinking less either.

<opentext> The majority of Christians, have the tendency to "think" that everyone else got more then they did.

<opentext> God poured out His Spirit on all flesh; now it is a matter of who will receive that which He gave. Then, learning all that the "gift" entails.

<opentext> Most often though, people are so busy looking at what others are doing, that they fail to watch the strait and narrow path in front of them.

<opentext> How often are you more concerned with what others are doing, that you fail to hear Father's counsel for you?

<chosen> have done that, but we should be keeping our focus on working out our own salvation

<diligently> when ever i had been in my flesh. .and did not even realize it. now we look to Father not others.

<diligently> now = today=now faith

<opentext> It is one Lord, one faith, one body. All "should" be working together with the same goal and purpose.

<at-peace> have done that, not a good place to be

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:13For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit. (KJV)

<opentext> It is in Christ one becomes the new creation; brought into the one body. If any man have not the Spirit of Christ....they cannot be one of His.

<opentext> In the Spirit, there is no barriers, there is no discrimination. It is one body, it is His body, and we need His Spirit, and His understanding, so that we can be partakers of His divine nature.

<opentext> If one does not understand who "He" is, how can they partake with and of Him?

<his> they cannot

<diligently> they can not

<joyful> one can't

<at-peace> cannot

<chosen> they can't

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:14For the body is not one member, but many. 15If the foot shall say, Because I am not the hand, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body? 16And if the ear shall say, Because I am not the eye, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body?  17If the whole body were an eye, where were the hearing? If the whole were hearing, where were the smelling? (KJV)

  <opentext> Summed up in these verses, it tells one not to be jealous, not to be envious, not to be covetous; rather learning to be content with where we have been called into His body, and then do to the best of our ability, that which Father asks of us.

  <opentext> Yet, how often is it, that one is to "busy" looking at what others are doing?

  <opentext> Or, looking at what they "think" others have?

  <diligently> if they are in there flesh. .that is all they are doing .. looking to there self, there own understanding. and looking at others..

<his> when one reverts to ways of flesh.. when focus is wrong

<joyful> less often as i learn and grow......He keeps my busy working with myself

<diligently> looking every place but to Father

<joyful> :-)

<chosen> we should be busy working out our own salvation, then we wouldn’t have time to watch others

<opentext> II Th 3:11For we hear that there are some which walk among you disorderly, working not at all, but are busybodies.  (KJV)

<opentext> Definition for busybodies....4020  periergazomai-to bustle about uselessly, to busy oneself about trifling, needless, useless matters; used apparently of a person officiously inquisitive about other's affairs

<opentext> Does that describe any of your actions?

<diligently> yes, in the past

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:18But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him. 19And if they were all one member, where were the body? 20But now are they many members, yet but one body.  (KJV)

<opentext> God in His wisdom (Christ) placed us within this body, so one should seek His wisdom, on how one fits, and what their function is.

<opentext> Again, learning to be content. Being thankful that we are a part of Him. Not neglecting the gift that is within us.

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:21And the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have no need of thee: nor again the head to the feet, I have no need of you. 22Nay, much more those members of the body, which seem to be more feeble, are necessary:  (KJV)

<opentext> The creation should not say to the Creator...you should have made me so.

<opentext> The creation, does not have the right to tell the Creator, that i think i should be this part of the body, rather then where you have placed me.

<opentext> One often forgets, that we were the weaker part at one time or another, and what kind of patience did God have with us?

<his> infinite

<at-peace> a lot

<diligently> many, many .and He still does  PYF

<his> infinite

<chosen> total

<joyful> total

<helpmate> a lot, or we wouldn't be here today

<opentext> the trying of our faith, brings about p-a-t-i-e-n-c-e!

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:23And those members of the body, which we think to be less honourable, upon these we bestow more abundant honour; and our uncomely parts have more abundant comeliness. 24For our comely parts have no need: but God hath tempered the body together, having given more abundant honour to that part which lacked: (KJV)

<opentext> Now, one has to keep in mind, that the Corinthians were a very carnal people. That they tried to base everything by class and standing in the community. Is it any wonder that Father had Paul address them the way that He did?

<at-peace> no, as Father is not a respecter of any man's person

<diligently> no ,he was listening to Father.

<helpmate> no, he had to hit hard to get their attention

<his> no

<d-g> he had to address them as babes in Christ

<d-g> as well as babies

<opentext> When a child gets disciplined, how do they usually respond?

<helpmate> pout

<chosen> they cry and whine

<diligently> cry

<his> they cry and may rebel

<at-peace> pout and begin crying usually

<chosen> say its not fair

<helpmate> hit back...tantrum

<joyful> cry and sometimes learn and listen

<joyful> depending on situation

<diligently> cry while they are learning and listening

<opentext> So then, their first response is to rebel, in order to get their own way. Have you ever done that with God?

<chosen> yes

 <his> yes

<diligently> yes

<helpmate> yes

<joyful> would say have done that more when not listening to God, pouting and tantrums usually happen when in the flesh

<opentext> There is a way that "seems" right unto man, but it will lead to death. Thus why we need to follow His way, which is established by the Word of His truth, and it is this path that will lead one to eternal life.

<opentext> Today, remember that if Father is correcting you, you have to be hearing His voice, which means that He loves you. For it is His sheep that hear His voice
