<greg> Father we thank you for this day and for your word which is spirit and life, which we give audience to this day, to lead and guide us on the path of life through Jesus Christ our Lord

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:7But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal. 8For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom;  (KJV)

<opentext> Now, if you will remember when we started this chapter, Paul said that he did not want us ignorant of spiritual things.

<opentext> One often forgets that it is not flesh and blood that we wrestle or struggle against. Although, often times one tries to take it out against the flesh.

<opentext> We are not to be ignorant of the devices of the devil. And it is the truth of His Word, that will make these perversions obvious.

<opentext> As long as one is focused in and on the flesh, rather then the spirit realm, what do you think the results will be?

<greg> strife and division

<chosen> corruption

<diligently> death pain ,hurt

<helpmate> all carnal

<joyful> pain

<rhoumai> no peace

<opentext> Thus, why the Word tells us, that they that are in the flesh, cannot please God.

<his> one will lose one's way

<opentext> We are given His Spirit, so that we can have fellowship with Father. That we may receive His counsel on how to be an over comer.

<opentext> Note in verse 7, that it says that His Spirit is given to every man or person. Talking of one that is mature, that is, one that is no longer acting as a child.

<opentext> How often is it that one acts like a grouchy little child, and then wonder why God's working in ones life is not apparent?

<diligently> when they are in the flesh, going on there own understanding.

<his> when focus is on circumstances and not on Father

<chosen> whenever we revert back to the flesh

<rhoumai> when one is not listening to Father

<opentext> We have the choice, to accept and use God's wisdom, Christ; or one can use the wisdom of this world. And, one must remember, that Father's wisdom will always be in line with His Word.

<opentext> One should not lean to their own understanding, but rather in all of their ways, in every way, acknowledge Him. 

<opentext> One can only do this, if they are studying the Word seeking only His approval. Using His wisdom and His Word to illuminate our every step. Allowing His Spirit to lead us and guide us into all of the truth.

<opentext> A total vision or revelation of His plan for our life

<opentext> 1 Cor 1:19For it is written, I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and will bring to nothing the understanding of the prudent. 20Where is the wise? where is the scribe? where is the disputer of this world? hath not God made foolish the wisdom of this world? 21For after that in the wisdom of God the world by wisdom knew not God, it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that believe.   (KJV)

<opentext> Yet, how often is it that one seeks the wisdom of this world, rather then the wisdom of God?

<helpmate> more often than most who say they are Christians will admit

<diligently> when they are walking in the world, being a part of the world. in there flesh.

<opentext> How often are our daily decisions based on the Word? Or, do we do it on our own understanding?

<d-g> decisions need to be based on hearing, not sight, letting the peace of God rule in 

<at-peace> it should be based on the Word, sometimes fall short

<diligently> in way past had done things on my own. .now do not chose to be alone, chose to do as Father is pleased with.   with Father not alone any longer.

<his> as i learn more on how to apply the Word i have heard to my life there is less leaning to own understanding

<rhoumai> our decisions should always be based on the Word

<diligently> alone

<opentext> James 3:17But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, and easy to be intreated, full of mercy and good fruits, without partiality, and without hypocrisy. 18And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace of them that make peace.  (KJV)

<opentext> God's Word and wisdom is pure. It is peaceable to the spirit man. How often is it, that God speaks to you, the spirit man is at peace and at rest, but the flesh does not like what it hears?

<his> much less now

<diligently> often, when Father is chastening me. Father loves those He corrects.

<Faithful> often

<joyful> learning to not dwell on what the flesh wants

<opentext> He is the good Shepherd. He leads us to where there is ample fresh food (heavenly manna). He brings us to the still waters; fresh flowing, full of life, living waters. There is no fear in Him.

<opentext> The problem is, that most forget, that they have spent the majority of their life listening to, and obeying the wisdom of this world. So when we hear the truth and wisdom of God, the flesh would rather revert to it's old ways.

<opentext> Without Christ, without the wisdom and power of God, one will perish. 

<opentext> Without faith, without hearing the wisdom of His Word, it is impossible to please Him. For without His wisdom, one will lean to their own understanding, and no longer will they acknowledge Him. And, if we are not for Him, then we will be against Him.

<opentext> The thing one often forgets, is that each one of us is different. Each of us is unique. As such, how God is manifest through each of us will be different, or unique to the vessel He is using. Yet, how often do we try to imitate what other people are doing?

<at-peace> when we are not confident in the work He has begun in us

<rhoumai> when we do that, we are in danger of losing our salvation...trying to please others instead of Father

<diligently> Father has asked of me to do in others ,only as we see Christ in them.

<chosen> we should only imitate Christ

<his> when we have not sought ´Father on what and He would have us do.. or have not obeyed only that

<opentext> Learning to be content with how Father has made us, and allowing Him to use us, as what will best serve the needs of the body of Christ. How often are you content with how Father wants to use you?

<diligently> when seeking to please only Father.. we have joy unspeakable.

<chosen> when i remember that i am His vessel, and His child

<joyful> having complete trust in Him, letting go the things of this world and allowing Him to guide us

<his> when my focus is not on self but rather than on learning to do that He asks of me.. then there is contentment

<opentext> The Bible tells us not to add to, or to take away from His Word. Yet, when one tells Father how they "think" they could or should be used, what are they doing?

<chosen> adding to it.....telling Him that we know better than His Word

<diligently> adding to Fathers word. saying they know better then Father.

<helpmate> changing His Word

<Faithful> telling him what His word should say according to their own understanding not Fathers

<d-g> they add their own understanding, and take away His

<opentext> By His Word, all things were created, so if one tries to alter or change His Word for their purpose, what are they doing?

<Faithful> rejecting His Word. .Christ

<at-peace> exalting themselves above God

 <joyful> not listening and being selfish, thinking of only them self

<chosen> trying to make God to be a liar

<diligently> doing things as the world does. and pleasing the father of this world.

<d-g> taking shortcuts, trying to enter another way, which makes them robbers, they rob God from working in their lives

<his> not operating in faith....not trusting Him
