<opentext> By His Spirit, one obtains wisdom which is  put into operation by a working knowledge of His Word (faith), which brings about reconciliation and restoration (healing) by the miraculous working of His Word in one's life.

<opentext> One wants God to prove Himself to us; have we forgot, that without faith, it is impossible to please Him; for He rewards those that diligently seek Him?

<opentext> One forgets, that the signs and wonders follow the Word. If the Lord is my Shepherd, then, goodness and mercy shall "follow" me all the days of my life.

<opentext> One must remain focused in and on the mark of the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus, if they want to maintain their walk on that straight and narrow path.

<opentext> Often we are like the disciples in the boat when the storm arose; we want to wake the Lord up to make Him aware of the situation. Yet, if the Lord is resting, why should we panic?

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:10To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; (KJV)

<opentext> def. for prophecy.....4394  propheteia-prophecy: 

a) a discourse emanating from divine inspiration and declaring the purposes of God, whether by reproving and admonishing the wicked, or comforting the afflicted, or revealing things hidden; especially by foretelling future events 

> b) Used in the New Testament of the utterance of Old Testament prophets 

1) used of the prediction of events relating to Christ's kingdom and its speedy triumph, together with the consolations and admonitions pertaining to it, the spirit of prophecy, the divine mind, to which the prophetic faculty is due 

2) used of the endowment and speech of the Christian teachers called "prophets" 

3) the gifts and utterances of these prophets, especially of the predictions of the works of which, set apart to teach the gospel, will accomplish for the kingdom of Christ

<opentext> note the order in which the manifestation of the Spirit is. First, it takes God wisdom to live and operate (knowledge) according to His will. Then, one must operate according to His Word, for restoration to take place, which causes one to be conformed to His image and likeness, so that people will see that we are different. Thus one will begin to open their mouth boldly to make known the mystery of this gospel message.

 <opentext> Speaking under God's inspiration, will cause one to let people know that Messiah has come. God's plan of reconciliation has been completed, and now it is there for those that will accept it in and on God's terms.

<opentext> One who is living for God, will always point the people to Father through His Word, Christ Jesus. God's mediator between Him and man.

<opentext> It is when man is operating apart from God, that they will want people to look up to them. They will want people to follow them.

<opentext> Thus one can see the importance of always keeping ones words in line or agreement with His Word. 

<opentext> Because if we are not for Him, then we are against Him. One needs to keep this in mind more often then they do.

<opentext> Anytime one disagrees with His Word, basically they are calling Him a liar.

<opentext> Anytime one takes away from His Word, they are saying that they know better then He does. 

<opentext> It is always our "choice" of whether we will hear and obey His Word; that is listen to the Spirit of Christ within us, and then obey that which God asks of us.

<opentext> Is it enough that God talks and fellowships with us? Or do we have a need for people to think that we are more special?

<diligently> having Father through Christ, ,is all we need.. with this all needs are cared for.
