Bible Study Tuesday June 5, 2001

<at-peace> Father we come before you with thanksgiving in our hearts for the abundant life you have given us in Christ, and for all that you have prepared for us this day that as we have open hearts and ears will cause us to be obedient and faithful giving all praise and glory unto you through this day in Christ Jesus our Lord.

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:8, For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; (KJV)

<opentext> Prov 9:10, The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: and the knowledge of the holy is understanding. (KJV)

<opentext> To reverence or respect the Lord...is...the beginning....yet, many think that it is the completion. Yes, we are complete in Him....however, we still must grow up into Him in all things.

<opentext> Wisdom is the beginning of one to understand God's knowledge, in order to be able to accept and apply His remedy or cure, for whatever ails us. 

<opentext> As one will apply the remedy, it enables one to look beyond the physical sphere our physical man tries to keep us entrapped in. So one can then speak by the inspiration of God's Word, enabling us by sound judgment to discern between good and evil, and yet be able to have an answer for any man that asks a reason of the hope within us.

 <opentext> Thus, why one is NOT to lean to their own understanding, rather in all of our ways. .to acknowledge His way.

<opentext> One should understand His Way, rather then trying to lower God to our level, thus why we are told to be seated in the heavenlies in Christ Jesus. To be mindful that we are risen with Him.

<opentext> Yet, how often does one want to pull God down to their level, so that He can understand "our" problems, rather then rising above them?

<chosen> when we forget that we have the victory in all situations, in and through Christ Jesus

<diligently> only if  in flesh, and leaning to own  understanding.  <helpmate> more often than one realizes

<rhoumai> when we forget He is God and knows all things

<opentext> Christ the wisdom and power of God. Yet, how often do we neglect His wisdom, and operate in and how we "think" things will work best?

<chosen> when ever the flesh is in control

<opentext> What do you think Joshua thought first off, when God asked him to march around the city, and on the seventh day they would have the victory? Does that even sound logical against a well armed and fortified enemy?

<his> when i act before i am sure i have heard His instruction. .before there is total peace

<diligently> when we are not going to Father with all things .we need to grow up into Him in all things.

<diligently> do nothing on our own.. at all.  <rhoumai> not in the physical it doesn't sound logical

<chosen> no, it doesn’t   <diligently> he was obedient.. and trusted Father is all His wisdom.

<opentext> Yet, how often do we want to understand it all, before we will do as Father asks of us? Isn't the fact that He is God, enough for us to be obedient?

<his> am sure hesitated at first....it does not sound logical

<diligently> yes....my flesh does like to understand all in the past.     <rhoumai> yes

<d-g> we are to let the peace of God rule in our decisions

<opentext> Eccl 1:18For in much wisdom is much grief: and he that increaseth knowledge increaseth sorrow.   (KJV)

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:8For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the same Spirit;  (KJV)

<opentext> Knowledge = the clear perception of a truth or fact. That which has been perceived or grasped mentally.

<opentext> In other words, recognizing that He is God, and that He always has my best interests at heart, therefore it is wisdom  and knowledge to walk in agreement with Him.

<opentext> Prov 2:10When wisdom entereth into thine heart, and knowledge is pleasant unto thy soul;

11Discretion shall preserve thee, understanding shall keep thee:12To deliver thee from the way of the evil man, from the man that speaketh froward things; (KJV)

<opentext> When Christ enters our life, then one has to begin to seek God's understanding. Studying His Word, seeking His approval, because one has take the time to rightly divide the Word of truth.

<opentext> It takes acute observation, to see and observe all that the Lord has hid within His Word. It is revealed to those who diligently seek Him.

<opentext> Can a casual observer see these things, or will they be more apt to follow the crowd?

<at-peace> follow the crowd   <diligently> they  follow the crowd.  <rhoumai> the casual observer follows the crowd   <helpmate> they cannot see...they will follow the big crowds

<chosen> no they cant see the things hidden in the Word, they will follow the crowd  <joyful> follow the crowd  <his> no, they will follow the crowd

<opentext> Prov 3:5Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.

6In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. 7Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil. 8It shall be health to thy navel, and marrow to thy bones.  (KJV)

<opentext> And yet, how often are we casual observers? Let someone else do the studying for us. Let someone else do the digging for us. Thinking that Paul was more special then us, so why should we study so hard, or put forth a whole lot of effort?

<chosen> we should study to show ourselves approved unto Him, no one else can do that for us

<helpmate> we should be using Paul as our example ...as a guide like he followed Christ......

<diligently> yes ,have been a casual observer at times. .have asked and others to help .when  Father and i can do it ourself.       <joyful> we should do what Fathers asks of us

<his> we have to be as the Bereans and check everything shared for ourselves

<helpmate> not look to Paul for all the answers or for excuses as to how things are

<d-g> we have all been given the same measure of the gift of Christ

<diligently> we can do all things through Christ.

<opentext> Recognizing Father as our source, regardless of the vessel which He chooses to use.

<opentext> Col 4:3Withal praying also for us, that God would open unto us a door of utterance, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds: 4That I may make it manifest, as I ought to speak.

5Walk in wisdom toward them that are without, redeeming the time. 6Let your speech be alway with grace, seasoned with salt, that ye may know how ye ought to answer every man. (KJV)

<opentext> Now, if one is but a casual observer, will they ever get to the place where they have an understanding of the hope of glory within them? Will they ever have an understanding of this mystery?

<opentext> So then, one cannot remain ignorant of the spiritual, but rather learn who God is. he is a Spirit, and in order to fellowship and communion with Him, i must learn to do so in Spirit and in truth. This is the fellowship that Father seeks.

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:9To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit;

 (KJV)

<opentext> We have been given the measure of faith. However, this faith, this ability to trust and believe God has to be developed.

<opentext> When serving Him, and we come to a place where we are not yet developed in our ability to believe and trust, God is able to move above and beyond where our faith is developed to.

<opentext> Yet, how often do you limit God, when your faith is not developed past a certain point? But God, you just do not understand!

<opentext> How often have you quit or given up on something, because "you" did not see how it was possible?

<chosen> yes sometimes think that i cant do some things

<helpmate> we know all things are possible...one just has to have patience

<joyful> thankful that attitude is in the past, thankful today is a new day to serve Him

<diligently> have not ever given up..but at times (must be my flesh) seems like some things are impossible to learn.. as we see Christ’s ways. and pauls and other brethrens ways of Christ.

<d-g> now faith, now unto Him that is able to do exceeding and abundantly above all that we ask or think

<opentext> Phil 4:13I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.   (KJV)

<his> that is a daily struggle...choosing to do things His way

<diligently> flesh wants to be further then Father has me at times.

<opentext> Today, whose wisdom and knowledge will you operate in?

<at-peace> Father's .... Christ  <joyful> Fathers wisdom, not man's    <his> Father's<rhoumai> Father's through Jesus Christ     <chosen> Father's <diligently> Fathers through Christ whom is my strength.
