<opentext> Then, it is a matter of whether one will believe God and His Word.

<opentext> Faith is by hearing, stopping all that you are doing, and giving audience to the Word of God, Christ. For those areas that are developed, one hears God, and then does as He asks. In the areas not developed, one still has to hear the Word of God, then make the decision whether one will hear and do or obey. God's Word works, whether one believe it or not.

<opentext> Even in areas where our faith is not developed, it still comes down to the fact, will one believe what God says, or, will they try to rationalize it according to where their faith is developed.

<opentext> The areas in the Word that you know, you do not have a hard time believing and trusting God for. God speaks, and you do. But, what about the areas that are not developed, what do you do when God speaks?

<opentext> Will you respond...but God, ask someone else? Or, maybe respond, but God, why are you picking on me?

<rhoumai> question if i have heard correctly

<his> ask Him to confirm His Word with His Word

 <chosen> we should trust Him and obey, but sometimes we hesitate, thinking that we cant do it

<diligently> do not understand as to how Father is to teach me..

<at-peace> at first reacted, wanting it to be someone else

<opentext> Faith is by hearing, the message delivered by the Word of God Christ. His sheep hear and know His voice, and the voice of a stranger they will not follow. So if we know His voice, why would one question what they hear?

<diligently> must be listening to the wrong voice, saying this we can not do.

<chosen> we shouldn't, but when we allow fear or doubts in then we are not listening to Father

<rhoumai> one is not trusting in the measure of faith that has been given...Christ

<diligently> the wrong voice needs to be cast down. and not given ear to.

<opentext> "i" can do "all" things through Christ, who is (should be) my strength. Again, faith, ones ability to trust and believe God. One often forgets the greatest and most impossible miracle that starts it all, being born again.

<opentext> Without faith, it is impossible to please Him. Then, one must believe that He is a rewarder of those that diligently seek Him.

<opentext> So then, who or what is it that hinders or prevents God from working in one's life?

<rhoumai> when we allow satan to confuse or hinder us, we are responsible for not hearing Father

<opentext> What if Noah had said, Lord, i will build the ark when i see the rain.

<chosen> would've been too late

<at-peace> he would have perished with the rest

<opentext> What about when we tell God, that we will do as He asks, when we first see the results that will help our unbelief?

<his> then following man not Christ.. sure to err

<helpmate> if their faith is not in the right direction you will both end up in the ditch

<opentext> God tells us clearly, when we get ourselves into trouble. He tells us our thoughts are not His thoughts. Because one is not listening to His voice, but rather that of a stranger. Thus one will be operating in the spirit of error, rather then in the Spirit of truth.

<opentext> 1 Cor 12:9To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit (KJV)

<opentext> Now, much of the same is true for healing. There are many things that we forget, or take for granted. All wisdom and knowledge is from God. He is the author of all witty inventions. So when you take a pill for anything, do you thank Him for that manifestation of healing?

<chosen> have not every time

<at-peace> i ask that He would cleanse and sanctify it, fit for good use within my body through Christ Jesus, and thank Him for it

<diligently> did thank Him before i had the aspirin. .but pain did not go, until after aspirin.

<his> not always...but learning¨ to

<opentext> What about the times one has forgot to thank Him for, and ask Him to bless the food we eat; did you ever get a bit ill?

<helpmate> sometimes

<rhoumai> yes...every time

<diligently> there has been times, yes

<diligently> do ask Him to forgive me when i forget.

<opentext> He sent His Word....and healed them. Yet, how often does one remember to put His Word first?

<at-peace> not always... had at times leaned to my own understanding trying to heal it myself before asking Father

<diligently> there are times i do forget.

<rhoumai> don't do that always

<opentext> And the rest of the verse say....and delivered them from their destructions. God's Word works, it is when we fail to hear it and heed it, that one will get one self in trouble.

<opentext> He has delivered us from the power of darkness, and translated us into the kingdom of His dear Son. The question is, will you make the choice to remain seated there, or allow someone to talk you out of your inheritance?

<d-g> a strangers voice will not be followed

<opentext> Many will say, but there is so much to learn. And yet, people will remember words to songs 20 years old; or they will remember unsavory jokes from 20 years ago, and yet fail to recall what they heard in study yesterday.

<opentext> It is a choice that one has to make every moment of every day, who or what they will listen to. Faith, one's ability to believe and trust God, is developed by the time one spends in fellowship with Father.
