Bible Study Wednesday 20 June, 2001

<d-g> Father we thank you for this day, and another opportunity to come before your throne of grace, seeking all that we have need of this day, that all ,may be done decently and in order this day which is pleasing in your sight, through Jesus Christ our Lord

<d-g> as we begin today, and look at the verses, you will see how Paul addresses love, not only in this chapter but through out the epistles

<d-g> we will see the love of God, and how Paul was able to allow that to shine through, different ways, to address the different needs

<d-g> 1 Cor 13:7 7 Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all  things. (KJV)

<d-g> we know that with God, all things are possible, and to him that believes, shall nothing be impossible unto us

<d-g> the key with each and every situation, is knowing no man after the flesh, not  judging after the outward, but rather the inward

<d-g> the problems arise when we choose to wrestle against flesh and blood, and as paul does address, when there are strifes and contentions, then the people have become dull of hearing

<d-g> things are not always going to go the way we think they should, or according to our plans, but by waiting on Father, He is able to make a way of escape in each and every situation, that we may be able to bear them

<d-g> 1 Cor 10:12-13 12 Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall.
13 There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it. (KJV)

<d-g> and at times, these situations will arise, not only within our households, but within the body of Christ, its our choice in each and every situation to hear the love of God on how to handle these, whether we are to speak, or continue in prayer

<d-g> Gal 6:1-3 1 Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted. 2 Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ. 3
For if a man think himself to be something, when he is nothing, he deceiveth himself. (KJV)

<d-g> its those that are spiritual, allowing the spirit to lead, and not our emotions, that Father will use to bring the restoration

<d-g> considering ourselves, you will find that as there is a diversity within the body of Christ, you will see the strength and weakness within it also

<d-g> some things that may be a strong point with you, may well be a weakness with others, as well as you weak points are going to be a strength of another

<d-g> and that is why we are to consider ourselves, how long suffering and patient has Father been with you, when Father chastened and corrected us in areas, did we always listen and willingly let go of these, or allow them to hinder our walk as well

<d-g> Gal 5:14-15 14 For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. 15 But if ye bite and devour one another, take heed that ye be not consumed one of another. (KJV)

<d-g> are we as quick to believe and hold fast in prayer for others, and their needs, as we are our own?

<at-peace> most times it is easier to do that for others, than myself

<diligently> yes,we will be in Christ,at times it has been hard to get self out of the way..do die daily to self.

<chosen> we should be putting others needs before our own, being a servant unto all

<his> not as often as i should; others in body of Christ should always come first

<d-g> and knowing that with what measure we mete, it will be measured back to us, so if we are not bearing up one another, either in prayer or exhortation, how long before we also are consumed one of another also, with doubts and words of unbelief

<diligently> less of me more of Him

<chosen> not long

<diligently> not long at all

<his> not long

<joyful> not long, when giving ear to man

<d-g> Phil 2:3-4 3 Let nothing be done through strife or vainglory; but in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better than themselves. 4 Look not every man on his own things, but every man also on the things of others. (KJV)

<d-g> again we see here how paul addressed love with the Philippians, looking beyond our own needs, seeking also those of others

<d-g> and you will find at times that Father may ask you to study a certain verse in the bible, and you may think, well i have been over that before, i know that already, only to find out that he may be reminding you of it so that you may be able to share it with another

<d-g> greater love has no man than this, to lay down his life, studying for Fathers approval, that you may be ready to give His answer to any man that may ask of the reason of the hope within you

<d-g> Titus 3:2-3 2 To speak evil of no man, to be no brawlers, but gentle, shewing all meekness unto all men. 3 For we ourselves also were sometimes foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving divers lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful, and hating one another. (KJV)

<d-g> again we see that we need to be quicker to hear and slower to speak, before we go cleaning and examining everyone elses closet, we need to make sure ours is not cluttered

<d-g> Titus 3:4-5 4 But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared, 5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;  (KJV)

<d-g> was it the wrath of God, or His love and kindness that brought you to a relationship with Him?

<chosen> His unconditional love

<his> His love and kindness

<joyful> unconditional love and kindness

<at-peace> love and kindness

<diligently> Fathers love aNd kindness

<d-g> so is it His wrath or allowing His love and kindness to flow through us, addressing each and every situation we encounter, going to point someone closer to Father or push them away?

<chosen> His love and kindness needs to flow thru us to others

<diligently> Fathers love and kindness to all

<his> allowing Father to use us as vessel for His love

<d-g> after all, if Father stood there, tapping His foot, with his arms folded, and a scowl on His face, and all He did was address our failures and shortcomings, how long would you want any part of that?

<at-peace> not long

<chosen> would get discouraged quickly

<diligently> not long

<joyful> not long

<his> not long ...gone already

<d-g> so then, what makes us think that would work on others, whether in a marriage, with children, and especially within the body of Christ?

<diligently> Father chastens those He love,but He is kind and gentle with us.

<d-g> 1 Pet 4:8  8 And above all things have fervent charity among yourselves: for charity shall cover the multitude of sins. (KJV)

<diligently> it would not,and is not Fathers ways

<his> we only think like that when we have allowed the flesh to take control

<d-g> 1 Corinthians 13:7  PP1 under the influence of this love never makes the sins, follies, faults, or imperfections of any man, the subject either of censure or conversation. He covers them as far as he can; and if alone privy to them, he retains the knowledge of them in his own bosom as far as he ought. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<d-g> 1 Corinthians 13:7  PP3 (grk 5278). Bears up under all persecutions and mal-treatment from open enemies and professed friends; bears adversities with an even mind, as it submits with perfect resignation to every dispensation of the providence of God; and never says of any trial, affliction, or insult, this cannot be endured.(from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<d-g> so in closing here, keep in mind with every situation you encounter, which voice am i listening to this day, that still small quiet voice of love, or the loud roaring devouring one of the enemy

<his> how do we effectively seek the needs of others, rather than waiting until hear someone is struggling ?

<d-g> Matt 6:33 33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.
(KJV)

<d-g> when a situation arises, whether with your self or others, are we more apt to react to it, or wait on Father and respond to it, despite what our flesh may be telling us

<d-g> letting the peace of God rule in each and every encounter, whether we need to pray for the person, or Father would have us give them a word of exhortation

<his> learning to wait..though flesh "wants" to respond

<d-g> flesh reacts, the spirit man responds with His answer and not ours

<d-g> Heb 12:2-3 2 Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. 3 For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds.  (KJV)

<d-g> so in each and every situation, presenting ourselves a living sacrifice, that we may be able to give the answer of reconciliation to anyone that would ask

<d-g> and that is why paul spoke in galatians, you who are spiritual, will be able to help bring about the restoration

<d-g> does that help?

<his> yes thanks brother

<at-peace> John 16:13 13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.(KJV)

<at-peace> and he will shew you things to come.... if we are seeking first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, if we are listening will hear that which Father would have us to do for the body of Christ, whether prayer or words of encouragement
