<opentext> If you are risen with Him, then that is where one should remain seated. Setting our affections on things above, where Christ Jesus is seated because He finished that which the Father asked of Him.

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:2By which also ye are saved, if ye keep in memory what I preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain. (KJV)

<opentext> Just as Jesus Christ told the disciples in John chapter 8, that "if' one will continue in His Word, "then" are they His disciple, and it is the truth that will set one free, and keep them free; that liberty that can only come in Christ.

<opentext> That renewing of the mind each day, so that one's focus remains in and on the spiritual things, rather then the physical. (The physical things are which will come in and choke the Word)

<opentext> Mark 4:19And the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful.  (KJV)

<opentext> The wrong thoughts in the mind, will cause one to slip.

<opentext> as a man thinks in his heart, so is he. Whatever is occupying one's mind, is what will control the focus of one's thought and actions.

<opentext> That is why Paul was now telling them, to keep in memory those things which he had preached to them....

<opentext> To keep fresh in their heart and mind, why they believed. Yes, God may have used another vessel to point us to the salvation message; however, it was still God that was speaking to  our heart. And this is something one must always remember.

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:3For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures;  (KJV)

<opentext> For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son. He gave His Son to pay the price for sin (man's rebellion), so that we could be reconciled unto God.

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:4And that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day according to the scriptures: (KJV)

<opentext> But, not only did He die in our place, but He also rose again, according to the scriptures, and presented the perfect sacrificial offering to the Father.

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:5And that he was seen of Cephas, then of the twelve: 6After that, he was seen of above five hundred brethren at once; of whom the greater part remain unto this present, but some are fallen asleep. 7After that, he was seen of James; then of all the apostles.  (KJV)

<opentext> Now, do you believe because of what others have said that they have seen? Or, is it that God has spoke to your heart?

<opentext> When one begins to doubt and waver a bit, isn't it usually because we have forgot, that it was God that spoke to our heart, and now are looking to people for the answers?

<opentext> "If"....you continue in "the Word”

<diligently> if we look at the problem and not the solution

<diligently> always

<helpmate> if we look at the problem through His eyes, it seems very small indeed

<diligently> we just heard to look at the problem in the spirit, then it is all different.

<opentext> Rom 6:4Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 5For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: (KJV)

<opentext> Gal 2:20 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. (KJV)

<opentext> Remembering to keep our mind renewed with the promises of His Word. Knowing that all of the promises of God are yea and amen. Knowing that God is not a man that He should lie.
