<his> Father, thank You that we are able to come before You through Jesus Christ our Lord and Saviour to hear the words of life that You have for us this day. Thank You that You have already prepared that which You know each of us has need of  to be the epistle of Christ You ask us to be

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:28And when all things shall be subdued unto him, then shall the Son also himself be subject unto him that put all things under him, that God may be all in all. 29Else what shall they do which are baptized for the dead, if the dead rise not at all? why are they then baptized for the dead? (KJV)

<opentext> Paul at the start of this epistle, said clearly that God did not send him to baptize, but rather to preach the gospel message of Jesus Christ, no with words of  wisdom, less the cross of Christ should be made of no affect.

<opentext> Jesus Christ in Acts 1:5, tells us that John baptized with water, but we are to be baptized by the Holy Ghost. Just as He told Nicodemus, that one must be born of the water, and the Spirit, in order to see or enter the kingdom of God.

<opentext> One must remember that we are no longer under the law (Gal 5:4), but rather under grace, if, we have become that new creation in Christ.

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:30And why stand we in jeopardy every hour? 31I protest by your rejoicing which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily. 32If after the manner of men I have fought with beasts at Ephesus, what advantageth it me, if the dead rise not? let us eat and drink; for to morrow we die. (KJV)

<opentext> Each and every day, we have to submit ourselves to the law of faith. Dying to self, and the wants and desires of the flesh. Walking in the Spirit, so that one is able to rise above those cravings of the flesh.

<opentext> The letter kills, but it is the Spirit of God that gives life.

<opentext> That is why we are to walk in the newness of the Spirit, and not the oldness of the letter of the law.

<opentext> 1 Cor 15:3333Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good manners.  (KJV)

<opentext> How does one develop these bad habits? If faith is by hearing the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ; then doubt and fear come by hearing the message of any of those that oppose the doctrine of Christ. (2John 7-11)

<opentext> 1Cor 15:33 Do not deceive yourselves: "Evil companionships corrupt good morals." (Weymouth translation)

<opentext> Whatever is not of faith, is sin. Not because i say so, but this is what the Word of God clearly tells us.

<opentext> Here the apostle advises them to take heed of being corrupted in their manners by such wicked principles as epicures would be ready to instill into them. Ill words draw persons on to ill deeds; therefore, says he, look to your communication and discourse, take heed of debauching your morals by evil communications; (Burkitt's notes)

<opentext> and he backs this exhortation with a forcible motive, because that such sensual principles and lewd opinions show that men's consciences and reason are in a deep sleep, and that a sottish stupidity has benumbed them: so much is implied in the next words, Awake to righteousness and sin not. (Burkitt's notes)

<opentext> How often does a person find themselves repeating that which they have heard someone else say?

<opentext> Thus why we are told to renew our minds daily in the Word. Paul in Phil 4:8 tells us to think on these things, if we want the peace of God to rule and reign within our hearts.

<opentext> Man should not live by bread alone, but rather by every word that proceeds forth from the mouth of God. After all, He sent His Word to heal us, and deliver us from "our" destructions. Thus why one must continue in the Word, to be set free, and to maintain that liberty that can only come through Christ, the Word of God

<opentext> Thus why we are told to come out from among those that teach another gospel. That we are to rid ourselves of the unclean thing. That the temple  of God is not supposed to have fellowship with those that oppose the doctrine of Christ.

<opentext> Rom 16:17Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them. 18For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple.

<opentext> Have you ever noticed, then when driving down the road, they mark any area that could damage the car, and cause you to have an accident?

<opentext> 1 Cor 6:15Know ye not that your bodies are the members of Christ? shall I then take the members of Christ, and make them the members of an harlot? God forbid. 16What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith he, shall be one flesh.  (KJV)

<opentext> Anyone that is not serving Father through Jesus Christ, is not one of His, and therefore would be considered one in opposition to the gospel message. 

<opentext> Two can not walk together, unless they are in agreement. So we always have to check to see what it is we are putting ourselves in agreement with.

<opentext> II Jn 1:7For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist.8Look to yourselves, that we lose not those things which we have wrought, but that we receive a full reward. 9Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son. 10If there come any unto you, and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into your house, neither bid him God speed:  (KJV)

<opentext> One must remember what the Lord told us, that few find the strait and narrow entrance into His kingdom. Most will follow the crowd, rather then hearing and obeying the message of faith.

<opentext> Evil communications, listening to words other than the doctrine of Christ, will affect a person more then they often realize. How much leaven does it take to affect, effect, and infect the whole of the lump?
