<opentext> 1 Cor 16:1Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given order to the churches of Galatia, even so do ye. 2Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come. (KJV)

<opentext> Now again, one thing we must remember when covering this chapter, is that the Corinthians were a carnal church. They put much pride in those things which they possessed, which was one of the reason for the strife that was there.

<opentext> What happens when one allows the physical possessions to control one's decisions?

<opentext> Thus, if you will recall yesterdays study, that it is as we are able to give ourselves wholly unto God, the total living sacrifice, that we are then able to give to Him all that we have, for we then know He is the source of all that we have obtained.

<opentext> 1 Cor 16:3And when I come, whomsoever ye shall approve by your letters, them will I send to bring your liberality unto Jerusalem. 4And if it be meet that I go also, they shall go with me. (KJV)

<opentext> Now, since these people were so carnal, do you really think they would trust someone that was not one of them, with those things that they had given?

<opentext> We have to keep in mind, that with the Corinthians, as well as the Galatians, these people that heard the truth of the Word through Paul, had turned against him in time, because of the corruption that had set in among them.

<opentext> When these divisions set in, envy, division and strife set in. They become a carnal or fleshly people.

<opentext> Thus, why we can see the wisdom given to Paul, that they use one of their own, to deliver this gift.

<opentext> Thus, by Paul using the wisdom that God gave him in this instance, he would be able to eliminate any suspicion or false accusations.

<opentext> Yet, how often do we want to place our trust in people, even when Father warns us of what may be in their heart?

<diligently> that is what the world teaches...we die daily to the old things we learned.(so not often) man lies...Father never lies.

<opentext> Prov 3:5Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. 6In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. 7Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil. (KJV)

<opentext> What does the Word tell us is the root of all evil?

<at-peace> the love of money

<chosen> the love of money

<opentext> And, as we can see, it says to reverence and respect the Lord, and depart from evil....depart from the things of this world that would try to control you.

<opentext> 1 Tim 6:10For the love of money is the root of all evil: which while some coveted after, they have erred from the faith, and pierced themselves through with many sorrows. 11But thou, O man of God, flee these things; and follow after righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, meekness. (KJV)

<opentext> When these possessions become one's chief aim, it tells us that it will cause them to err from the faith.

<opentext> def. for they have erred....635  apoplanao- 1) to cause to go astray  2) to lead away from the truth to error  3) to go astray, stray away from

<opentext> They have been led away from the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ, and have injured themselves.

<opentext> def. for pierced through....4044  peripeiro (per-ee-pi'-ro); from 4012 and the base of 4008; to penetrate entirely, i.e. transfix (figuratively): KJV-- pierce through.

<opentext> def for sorrows....3601  odune- consuming grief, pain, sorrow

<opentext> So we can see then, that they have allowed the wrong goal to penetrate their entire being with consuming grief, pain and sorrows.

<opentext> 1 Tim 6:12Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, whereunto thou art also called, and hast professed a good profession before many witnesses.  (KJV)

<opentext> Holding fast our profession of faith, that is, making the kingdom of God, and His righteousness our chief aim at all times. This is the mark of the prize which we should be seeking after.

<opentext> How often do we try to tell God how we think things should be done, or accomplished?

<opentext> Every time we allow doubt in, that is we question God as to why He would have us to do something.

<opentext> Now, that does not mean that we cannot ask Father His purpose for something He has asked of us.

<opentext> What it does mean, is that the times when we ask God, and question His reasoning for doing something.

<opentext> It is one thing to ask God for an understanding of His wisdom given, and quite another to question His wisdom.

<opentext> That fine line between the strait and narrow path, and the broad path that leads one to destruction.

<opentext> Rom 8:31What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? 32He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us all things?  (KJV)

<opentext> It is when we remember that it is in Christ Jesus, that we have received of the fulness of God, that we will do that which He asks of us, knowing that He is our source for all.
