<at-peace> Father we thank you for this day, and this time provided in fellowship that may enable each of us grow closer in our walk and relationship with you through Christ Jesus our Lord.

<opentext> 1 Cor 16:10 Now if Timotheus come, see that he may be with you without fear: for he worketh the work of the Lord, as I also do. 11Let no man therefore despise him: but conduct him forth in peace, that he may come unto me: for I look for him with the brethren. (KJV)

<opentext> What one often overlooks, is that if they were treating Paul the way they were, how would they then treat Timothy?

<helpmate> not any different

<at-peace> most likely in the same manner

<chosen> the same

<diligently> same way

<opentext> If they will not believe God's Word, why would they believe anyone else?

<chosen> they wouldn't

<at-peace> they would not

<diligently> but at different times in there life, there heart could change?

<opentext> one often forgets, that it was the same people that had proclaimed of Jesus Christ as king as week earlier, were the same ones that then yelled "crucify Him".

<opentext> Just as we saw in Galatians, that at one point they would have given their own eyes for Paul, were the same people that later questioned everything about Him.

<opentext> John 15:18If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you. 19 If ye were of the world, the world would love his own: but because ye are not of the world, but I have chosen you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you. 20 Remember the word that I said unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord. If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they have kept my saying, they will keep yours also. 21But all these things will they do unto you for my name's sake, because they know not him that sent me. (KJV)

<opentext> We often times only see that which we want to in the Word. How many can remember when they thought that a Christian would never have any problems while in this world?

<diligently> thought that in the very beginning…and at times...would like it that way.

<chosen> did think that in the past

<helpmate> yes... had thought that also

<opentext> In the world we will have tribulation....thus why one must keep their affections set on things above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of Father.

<opentext> One can also recall, that Paul had to remind Timothy a few years later, that God had not given him the spirit of fear, but to be mindful of who his Source was.

<opentext> Nor, to be ashamed of the fact that Paul was a prisoner.

<opentext> Matt 10:32Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is in heaven. 33But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven. 34Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword. 35For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law. 36And a man's foes shall be they of his own household. 37He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me. 38And he that taketh not his cross, and followeth after me, is not worthy of me. 39He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that loseth his life for my sake shall find it. 40He that receiveth you receiveth me, and he that receiveth me receiveth him that sent me.  (KJV)

<opentext> It is one thing when we see what others go through for the sake of the gospel, but what happens when it comes to our doorstep?

<diligently> we surely learn to die to our self daily then, we become a doer of Fathers word. PYF

<d-g> we endure the grief, knowing our light affliction is but for a moment

<diligently> we learn to rise above.

<opentext> 1 Cor 16:12As touching our brother Apollos, I greatly desired him to come unto you with the brethren: but his will was not at all to come at this time; but he will come when he shall have convenient time. (KJV)

<opentext> Now, there are two ways that we can look at this verse.

<opentext> First, that Apollos was to busy doing his own thing, then to want to go to Corinth at this time.

<opentext> Or, that because the people there were setting up factions, (one saying i am of Apollos, or of Cephas, or of Paul) and did not want to take the focus away from the gospel message.

<opentext> 1 Cor 16:13Watch ye, stand fast in the faith, quit you like men, be strong.  (KJV)

<opentext> 1 Corinthians 16:13

1. Watch against evil;

2. Watch for opportunities to receive good;

3. Watch for opportunities to do good;

4. Watch over each other in love;

5. Watch, that none may draw you aside from the belief and unity of the Gospel.

<opentext> Stand fast in the faith! Without faith, it is impossible to please Him.

<opentext> Whatever is not of faith, is sin. Holding fast our profession of faith, without wavering. 

<opentext> Be as men or mature believers, to not be swayed or tossed about by every wind of doctrine that blows through your town.

<opentext> Continuing in the faith, grounded and settled, so that one will not be swept away with the tide of popular opinion.

<opentext> The mature, those that are on the meat of the Word, are the ones that have allowed Father to develop their spiritual senses, so that they are able to discern between good and evil.

<opentext> Be strong in the Lord, remembering that it is His power and might which is able to sustain you. Put on the whole armor or strength of God, for it is this that will enable you to stand.

<opentext> Christ, the power and wisdom of God, in whom are hid all of the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.

<opentext> How often does one try to do it in and on their own strength, and then wonder why they falter or stumble?

<diligently> have done that when ever i have leaned on my own understanding…my thinking

<helpmate> have done that....you do not get anywhere

<opentext> One has to remember, that the Corinthians returned to the carnal state, being full of envy, division and strife, and thus were no longer on the meat of the Word, but rather on the milk of the world. Is it any wonder that they had turned from the truth?

<diligently> no, they followed the lie.

<diligently> listened to the father of lies.
