<opentext> It is obvious, that a letter had been sent to Paul...or perhaps a messenger, to report to him the things that were now dividing this Church at Corinth. Now one must keep in mind, that this is only about 3 years after Paul had left there, after having spent almost 2 years there.

<opentext> So what should that tell us, if we do not keep our heart and mind renewed?
