Bible Study Monday December 18, 2000

<his> Our Father, thank you for this time to gather together to hear and listen to the message You have for each of us this day. We give praise and thanks that You have prepared that which You know we have need of to enable us to lay aside the things that hinder us in our relationship with You and do that which you ask of us. Through Jesus Christ our Lord…..

<opentext> 1 Cor 3:10-11 10 According to the grace of God which is given unto me, as a wise masterbuilder, I have laid the foundation, and another buildeth thereon. But let every man take heed how he buildeth thereupon. 11 For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ. (KJV)


<opentext> The design or plan of the building is from God; all things must be done according to the pattern which he has exhibited; but the execution of this plan was entrusted chiefly to Paul; he was the wise or experienced architect which God used in order to lay the foundation; to ascertain the essential and immutable doctrines of the Gospel-- those alone which came from God, and which alone he would bless to the salvation of mankind. (from Adam Clarke Commentary) 

<opentext> Matt 7:24, Therefore whosoever heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise man, which built his house upon a rock: (KJV)

<opentext> Being a doer of the Word, and not a hearer only.

<opentext> Isa 28:16, Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I lay in Zion for a foundation a stone, a tried stone, a precious corner stone, a sure foundation: he that believeth shall not make haste. (KJV)

<opentext> Often we forget, that it is God that laid the foundation. Yet, we at times try to go about and establish our own rules. 

<opentext> Also note, he that believes, shall not make haste...that is will not get ahead of God.

<opentext> 1. The Lord's peculiar work is astonishingly manifested in the mission of Jesus Christ. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> 2. He, being rejected and crucified by the Jews, became an atonement for the sin of the world. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> 3. He was raised again from the dead, a proof of his conquest over death and sin, and a pledge of immortality to his followers. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> 4. He was constituted the foundation on which the salvation of mankind rests, and the corner stone which unites Jews and Gentiles, beautifies, strengthens, and completes the whole building, as the head stone, or uppermost stone in the corner does the whole edifice. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> 5. He is hereby rendered the object of the joy and admiration of all his followers and the floral of man. This was done by the Lord, and is marvelous in our eyes. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> These are things that one should be mindful of at all times, not just when it seems convenient. 

<opentext> We often times take for granted the marvelous work that God has done in and on our behalf.

<opentext> Matt 16:16-18, And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven. And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. (KJV)

<opentext> It is upon this rock, this revelation that He will build His Church.

<opentext> Christ, the Son of the living God. It is against this, that the gates of hell shall not prevail, for he rose with the keys of hell and death, and made a show of them openly in His triumph.

<opentext> It is not revealed by flesh and blood. It is not comprehended by the carnal man.

<opentext> His Word are Spirit and they are life. And those that worship Father, must do so in Spirit and in truth. His Word is truth.

<opentext> Acts 4:10-12, Be it known unto you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised from the dead, even by him doth this man stand here before you whole. This is the stone which was set at nought of you builders, which is become the head of the corner. Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved. (KJV)

<opentext> There is no other name, there is no other way, but by Jesus Christ of Nazareth, for He is the Lamb of God. It is He that died in our place, if we will accept Him on the terms Father set forth.

<opentext> Eph 2:20, And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; (KJV)

<opentext> All of the Old Testament pointed to the coming Messiah. All of the New Testament points to the fact Messiah has come.

<opentext> Seeking to understand God's masterful plan of salvation according to His Word, not the myths, traditions or doctrines of man. This can only happen as we study His Word, seeking His approval.

<opentext> When we operate in the flesh, we will be just as the disciples in the garden, falling off to sleep, just when the battle is critical.

<opentext> His Word will instruct us, if we take the time to hear and obey that which He has for us.

<opentext> 2 Tim 2:19, Nevertheless the foundation of God standeth sure, having this seal, The Lord knoweth them that are his. And, Let every one that nameth the name of Christ depart from iniquity. (KJV)

<opentext> Note that it says to depart from iniquity...not set it on a shelf for use at a later date. Walking in the Spirit calls for a change of lifestyle, to please Him, not any man.

<opentext> Jesus Christ is the foundation...anything and everything else is sinking sand. That which will wash away when the flood waters come.

<opentext> 1 Pet 2:6-8, Wherefore also it is contained in the scripture, Behold, I lay in Sion a chief corner stone, elect, precious: and he that believeth on him shall not be confounded. Unto you therefore which believe he is precious: but unto them which be disobedient, the stone which the builders disallowed, the same is made the head of the corner, And a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offence, even to them which stumble at the word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed. (KJV)

<opentext> God laid the cornerstone. IF, you believe in Him, and follow God's instructions, then there will not be any confusion. There will be no grey areas. His Word is clear and concise.

<opentext> For those that are looking for excuses, it will cause them to stumble; for those that are operating in the flesh, they will be offended by that which God asks of them.

<opentext> It is so simple to hear and obey His Word, so then why do we struggle with it?

<opentext> Ps 118:22-24, The stone which the builders refused is become the head stone of the corner. This is the LORD's doing; it is marvellous in our eyes. This is the day which the LORD hath made; we will rejoice and be glad in it. (KJV)

<at-peace> we will always struggle with the old nature if our mind is not renewed

<his> flesh gets in the way; listen to wrong voices

<diligently> flesh struggles some times.

<rhoumai> because the flesh wants control, and sometimes it gets it, because we don't keep renewed in the Word

<opentext> In rejecting Christ, we reject God's building plan. In rejecting Christ, one rejects God's wisdom and power. In rejecting Christ, one rejects God's plan and purpose for them for eternity.

<opentext> Luke 6:48-49, He is like a man which built an house, and digged deep, and laid the foundation on a rock: and when the flood arose, the stream beat vehemently upon that house, and could not shake it: for it was founded upon a rock. But he that heareth, and doeth not, is like a man that without a foundation built an house upon the earth; against which the stream did beat vehemently, and immediately it fell;​ and the ruin of that house was great. (KJV)

<opentext> Search the scriptures, for in them "you think" you find eternal life, but they are which testify of Christ, and can only be revealed by His Spirit, to those who are seeking a relationship with Him in the Spirit, for they that are in the flesh, CANNOT please God.

<opentext> Rom 15:20, Yea, so have I strived to preach the gospel, not where Christ was named, lest I should build upon another man's foundation: (KJV)

<opentext> If, we are obedient to God and that which He asks of us, we will do that which He asks of us, and we will go where He sends us. It is His work; it is His plan. Today, who's will do you plan to follow?
