<opentext> Interesting, that Paul would even have to explain himself as such. Why would he have to do this?

<diligently> maybe thy were in there flesh.

<h-k> because they were dull of hearing

<his> they had forgotten how the word came to them..the vessel used

<steph> people's own perceptions of him getting in the way...

<opentext> Gal 5:19-21 19 Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, 20 Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, 21 Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God. (KJV)

<opentext> Now, if any of these would apply to you, would the flesh not think that Paul had been singling you out, to ridicule and make fun of you?

<diligently> they were in their flesh

<rhoumai> yes <h-k> yes <steph> yes <diligently> yes <his> yes <d-g> sure <at-peace> yes

<now-faith> yes and their guilt would make them ashamed

<opentext> So, while Paul was concerned for their spiritual well being and relationship with Father, they were only concerned with how their fellow man would perceive them. How often do we do this ourselves?

<now-faith> often when we aren't listening for Father's voice

<steph> when we forget that it is His approval that we are to be seeking

<diligently> am sure i have done this…and do know of it a few times.

<his> when focus is on ourself

<rhoumai> while not walking in the spirit, fulfilling the lust of the flesh

<opentext> Stop and think for just a moment....the verse we just happen to be covering, is one that Father knew before the foundation of the world, that we would be covering this particular verse, on this particular day, with this exact group of people.

<opentext> And yet the devil would tell people....see how they are singling you out, to make an example of you, so that others will look down on you.

<opentext> Now which of the above two statements is correct?

<his> the first <steph> the first one <diligently> top one  PYF <rhoumai> the first one 

<at-peace> first one <d-g> 1

<now-faith> there is no condemnation for those that are in Christ, first one

<opentext> So then what happens when we buy into the second one? Since we know that the truth, when listen to, chewed, and applied to our life, will set us free and keep us free....IF...we continue in it...

<diligently> we start getting separated from Father

<d-g> taken captive by the devil at his will

<his> we turn away from life

<rhoumai> we begin to let imaginations rule our thoughts of what others think of us

<diligently> i would start..not we

<now-faith> will bring us into bondage

<steph> we allow fear in, and then we can not be pleasing to Father...put ourselves back into bondage

<h-k> k - we stop looking in the mirror and start looking at others and pointing out faults

<opentext> we become forgetful hears of the Word....forgetful= negligent. We neglect the Word of God, the very thing that is able to give us life; give us the victory.

<opentext> Faith is developed by hearing the Message delivered by the Word of God, Christ. It (the Word) must be tended to on a daily and moment by moment basis.

<opentext> What would happen if you held your breathe, and said that you were not going to breathe again?

<steph> die  <h-k> you would die <rhoumai> i would die <his> die <diligently> oh my..die <now-faith> faint and eventually die 

<opentext> So, what happens when you decide to reject God and His Word on a moment by moment basis?

<at-peace> place ourselves in satan’s realm, words of death

<his> go astray

<diligently> all same as above

<rhoumai> we begin to die spiritually decaying into the flesh

<steph> we will not grow anymore and so start to die spiritually

<opentext> So, if we decide to quit breathing, we immediately begin to die, because we are not using the ability and resources that God gave us, and made available to us, that we might live. Would that be correct?

<rhoumai> yes <steph> yes <h-k> yes <his> yes <diligently> yes <at-peace> yes <now-faith> yes 

<h-k> k - yes and you may cause others around you to follow

<opentext> So then, when I (the individual) decide to quit listening to God and His Word (the bread of life, and the living waters), i (the individual) have made the choice for that moment to die, as i do not want to make use of the ability or resources that God has made available to me.

<diligently> o/

<opentext> Now, we also know, that God so loved the world, that He gave! That whosoever (equal opportunity Savior) would believe, trust, hear and obey what He has to say, will be saved, delivered, healed and made whole.

<opentext> yes judy

<diligently> why would  i ever do this at times..believe my flesh or lies over Father and His Word..my spirit never does that.??

<diligently> but flesh has.on mistake.

<opentext> It is because we want to revert to our old ways, when we believe and listen to the lies more than the truth.

<diligently> yes..almost happens like a habbit.in past.

<opentext> One must remember, that we are to train ourselves in the way (He is the way) we should go, as for most of our lives we followed the wrong path.

<opentext> Yes, habits, ways of pleasing the flesh, the road that leads to death.

<opentext> that help judy?

<diligently> oh yes..thank you so

<opentext> Now, Paul said that he did not do this to shame them....so let us look at this scripture...

<opentext> Ezek 3:17-19 17 Son of man, I have made thee a watchman unto the house of Israel: therefore hear the word at my mouth, and give them warning from me. 18 When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand. 19 Yet if thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor from his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul. (KJV)

<opentext> So, would you say that Paul was picking on them (as they perceived was so), or was he doing that which Father asked of him?

<at-peace> that which Father asked

<his> doing what Father asked

<steph> speaking the words he heard Father speak

<rhoumai> He was doing the meet of Father who sent Him

<diligently> was doing all that Father asked of Him.

<d-g> giving them Fathers warning

<now-faith> that which Father asked and we are sure that it was not an easy task for him either

<opentext> Ezek 3:20-21 20 Again, When a righteous man doth turn from his righteousness, and commit iniquity, and I lay a stumblingblock before him, he shall die: because thou hast not given him warning, he shall die in his sin, and his righteousness which he hath done shall not be remembered; but his blood will I require at thine hand. 21 Nevertheless if thou warn the righteous man, that the righteous sin not, and he doth not sin, he shall surely live, because he is warned; also thou hast delivered thy soul.  (KJV)

<opentext> So then the key  is, that when Father talks to us, it is in our best interest to hear and obey Him. The flesh may want to take it out on the vessel that Father is using, but the fact is, that regardless of what we may think  or say, that when we do not listen to His correction (and to reject His correction is to reject His love)

<opentext> We have made the choice to ignore that which is as essential to us, as breathing itself.

<opentext> 1 Cor 4:14-16 14 I write not these things to shame you, but as my beloved sons I warn you. 15 For though ye have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet have ye not many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel. 16 Wherefore I beseech you, be ye followers of me.  (KJV)

<opentext> Paul is telling them....you try to attribute either the blessing or the curse of your lives, as being a result of me, and the Message that Father had me deliver. 

<opentext> The fact is, that where we are in our walk, is totally our own doing, and whether we have faith or fear in God's message. Where are you operating today, in faith or fear?
