<ready2> 1 Cor 6:20 20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's. (KJV) 

<ready2> We have been bought and paid for in full, of His fullness have we all received, we are complete in Him, and have everything needed this day to glorify God in our body as well as 
  spirit 

<ready2> Matt 13:45-47 45 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls: 46 Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it. 47 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the sea, and gathered of every kind: (KJV) 

<ready2> this is another way i was seeing this verse in Corinthians, seeing the merchant man seeking His goodly pearls, as Christ himself, and us as the pearls 

<ready2> John 4:23-24 23 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. 24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. (KJV) 

<ready2> God is a spirit, and seeks His church, the one body, those that will worship Him in spirit, and in truth, not with rituals, traditions and such, but with a pure heart, in sincerity and in truth 

<ready2> Luke 19:10 10 For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost. (KJV) 

<ready2> we to were lost, like a pearl, hidden in the muck and mire of this world, until the merchant man, Jesus Christ, sought us out, bought and paid for us in full with His own blood, and   made us a new creation, one that is precious in the sight of God 

<ready2> Ezek 34:11-12 11 For thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I, even I, will both search my sheep, and seek them out. 12 As a shepherd seeketh out his flock in the day that he is among his sheep that are scattered; so will I seek out my sheep, and will deliver them out of all places where they have been scattered in the cloudy and dark day. (KJV) 

<ready2> without the light of the glorious gospel of Jesus Christ to shine in our hearts, we are in darkness, like a cloudy and dark day 

<ready2> Matt 13:46 46 Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it.  (KJV) 

<ready2> def.... for bought 59  agorazo (ag-or-ad'-zo); from 58; properly, to go to market, i.e. (by implication) to purchase; specially, to redeem: KJV-- buy, redeem. 

<ready2> Gal 3:13 13 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree: (KJV) 

<ready2> the more we seek God and His word, the more we are able also to understand the price that has been paid on our behalf, the more we will desire to glorify God in our body and spirit as well, not grudgingly or of necessity, but cheerfully 
<ready2> not just when the brethren are around, or when it is convenient, but rather doing the will of God from the heart 
<ready2> and the more we walk this path daily, the more we find out what it takes to be sold out ourselves in order to be pleasing to Him as well, but that is the choice we have to make as individuals, are we willing also to take up our cross daily and follow Him, or rather give in  to our own agendas 

<ready2> 1 Tim 4:12-13 12 Let no man despise thy youth; but be thou an example of the believers, in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity. 13 Till I come, give attendance to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine.  (KJV) 

<ready2> we are that written epistle, that should be known and read among all men, a clear and easy to be read epistle, one that is ready to give an answer to any man that would ask of us the hope of the gospel 
<ready2> let no man despise thy youth, especially yourselves, we often think someday Lord, when I know more of your word, or when i am like this person or that person, but being faithful with all that you have this day 

<ready2> Rom 1:15-16 15 So, as much as in me is, I am ready to preach the gospel to you that are at Rome also. 16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek. (KJV) 

<ready2> Gods word will not return void, it will accomplish that which He pleases, it will give life to those that are dead, all He asks of us is to be faithful and sincere with what we know 

<ready2> Matt 13:46 46 Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it. (KJV) 

<ready2> and once we have been bought, what are going to do with our talents, are we going to crawl back into our shell, or allow Father to complete His work with us, allowing the pearl to become shined 

<ready2> Matt 13:8 8 But other fell into good ground, and brought forth fruit, some an hundredfold, some sixtyfold, some thirtyfold.  (KJV) 

<ready2> knowing that God is a spirit, and they that worship must worship in sprit and truth, then we are able to understand the fruit he is referring to here, love, joy, peace, longsuffer, gentleness, goodness, faith 
<ready2> we see that contrary to what many would think, it has nothing to do with money 
<ready2> but rather knowing the price that has been paid on our behalf, how confident are you in the work which He has begun, will allow it to mature, or rather be uprooted and become stagnant 

<ready2> 1 Tim 2:4 4 Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.  (KJV) 

<ready2> God would that none would perish, but all come to repentance, and his word has gone forth through the whole world, seeking those that desire to become a part of His kingdom 
<ready2> and many are called, many do come to salvation, but as we see here, it has to be a continual process, not just salvation, like it is just a one time deal, but only those that seek and know the truth as well, will be able to continue in the path of life 
<ready2> and with out the knowledge of the truth, one cannot be set free to continue, but rather will be sidetracked with the cares of this world 

<ready2> John 8:31-32 31 Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; 32 And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. (KJV) 

<ready2> and as we continue in the faith, Father will deal with us personally in area's that hinder our walk, and they will differ with each and everyone of us, but it will only be the truth that will set us free, keep us free, to allow us to be that pearl of great price in Fathers sight 
<ready2> and the more you know what it took on our behalf, the price that has been paid for us, the more you will desire to do those things that are pleasing in His sight 

<ready2> Isa 1:19 19 If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall eat the good of the land: (KJV) 

<ready2> so for today, let us be willing and obedient, and partake of the good of the land
