<opentext> Mark 10:44-45 44 And whosoever of you will be the chiefest, shall be servant of all. 45 For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many. (KJV)

<opentext> What would have happened, if Jesus Christ would have argued with His accusers, instead of being silent? 
<diligently> he would of been displeasing Father 
<rhoumai> He would have done the opposite of what Father was asking of Him, and disobeyed Him.

<opentext> 1 Cor 13:1-3 1 Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal. 2 And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing. 3 And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and though I give my body to be burned, and have not charity, it profiteth me nothing. (KJV) 

<opentext> 1 Cor 13:4-7 4 Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, 5 Doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil; 6 Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth; 7 Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all things. (KJV) 

<opentext> This passage gives us a very clear picture of what the servant should be like. 
<opentext> A good section of scriptures to always check our motivation against. 

<opentext> 1 Cor 6:9 9 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? (KJV) 

<opentext> Yet he warns them against deceiving themselves: Be not deceived. Those who cannot but know the fore-mentioned truth are but too apt not to attend to it. Men are very much inclined to flatter themselves that God is such a one as themselves, and that they may live in sin and yet die in Christ, may lead the life of the devil's children and yet go to heaven with the children of God. But this is all a gross cheat. Note, It is very much the concern of mankind that they do not cheat themselves in the matters of their souls. We cannot hope to sow to the flesh and yet reap everlasting life. (from Matthew Henry's Commentary)

<opentext> Jesus Christ lived the example. He showed us the path that we too can follow. This way is made light by the truth of His Word. It is this strait and narrow path that will lead one to eternal life. 

<opentext> 1 Cor 6:9-10 9 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind, 10 Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God. (KJV) 

<opentext> definition for fornicator:...  4205  pornos- 1) a man who prostitutes his body to another's lust for hire 2) a male prostitute 3) a man who indulges in unlawful sexual intercourse, a fornicator 

<opentext> How often does one sell out for the wrong values or such? 
<opentext> To give into anything other then the Word, would be to sell one's self out. 
<diligently> when ever they chose to sin 
<rhoumai> sure have in the past for religions i was devoted to 
<his> whenever one's focus is anything else than pleasing Father 
<h-c> c - the wages of sin is death 
<d-g> when one is in the flesh and the carnal mind is in control 
<chosen> each time that we chose to stop being seated in the heavenlies, we have lowered to other values

<opentext> definition for idolater: 1496  eidololatres- 1) a worshiper of false gods, a idolater… used of any one even Christian, participating in any way in the worship of the heathen, especially one who attends their sacrificial feasts and eats of the remains of offered victims 2) a covetous man as a worshiper of Mammon 

<opentext> Now, as we look at this word idolater....it covers a vast area...as there are so many things that one can become a partaker of, without realizing it. Wrong movies, can certainly cause one to partake of the wrong thing. 
<opentext> Anything that is placed before God, can cause one to be guilty of this. 

<opentext> definition for adulterers: 3432  moichos- 1) an adulterer  2) metaphorically, one who is faithless toward God, ungodly 

<opentext> Becoming the servant to wrong things. (Whatever is not of faith, is sin!) 

<opentext> definition for effeminate: 3120  malakos- 1) soft, soft to the touch  2) metaphorically, in a bad sense: 
effeminate: 1) used of a catamite 2) used of a boy kept for homosexual relations with a man  3) used of a male who submits his body to unnatural lewdness  4) used of a male prostitute 

<opentext> definition for abusers of themselves with mankind: 733  arsenokoites (ar-sen-ok-oy'-tace);  from 730 and 2845; a sodomite: - abuser of (that defileself) with mankind. 
arsenokoites- one who lies with a male as with a female, a sodomite, a homosexual 

<opentext> definition for thieves: 2812  kleptes-  an embezzler, a pilferer;  the name is transferred to false teachers, who do not care to instruct men, but abuse their confidence for their own gain 

<opentext> Anytime that one uses the Word for their own gain or advantage, they have become a thief. 

<opentext> definition for covetous:  4123  pleonektes (pleh-on-ek'-tace); from 4119 and 2192; holding (desiring) more, i.e. eager for gain (avaricious, hence a defrauder): KJV-- covetous. 

<opentext> definition for drunkard: 3184  methuo- 1) to be drunken 2) metaphorically, used of one who has shed blood or murdered profusely 

<opentext> definition for revilers: 3060  loidoros (loy'-dor-os);  from loidos (mischief); abusive, i.e. a blackguard:  KJV-- railer, reviler. 

<opentext> Using our advantage in Christ, to put others down. 

<opentext> definition for extortioners:  727  harpax- 1) rapacious, ravenous  2) an extortioner, a robber 

<opentext> Now, it is easy for one to look at those that made up the Corinthian church, and say they were a group with quite a few hangups. Any time one begins in the Spirit, and reverts to the flesh in trying to maintain their walk with God, they are included in this list. 
<opentext> And in each instance, we also have to look at these with spiritual implications. Thus, why we are not to defraud our brother or sister, with the wrong actions or motivations.
