<opentext> if we are ducking, or neglecting the Word.....how can we be furnished with what we need to finish the course?

<opentext> and what is this ministry (that He has given us) about?

<rhoumai> the ministry of reconciliation

<his> the building up of the Body of Christ

<Faithful> pointing people to Father through Jesus Christ

<chosen> the Word of God, Christ

<at-peace> mystery of the gospel of Christ

<opentext> 2 Cor 5:18 18 And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation; (KJV)

<opentext> being that new creation in Christ, so that we are able to have fellowship with Father, by and through Christ Jesus....

<opentext> Eph 4:12 12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: (KJV)

<opentext> now, if i am operating where i should be in His Word, then one will be able to edify one another....that is to build up...to be able to point the way they should go...'

<h-k> to be the example

<opentext> Yet, how often are we that example? 

<opentext> Eph 4:13 13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: (KJV)

<opentext> till we all come in the unity of the faith.....growing up together.....wanting all that He has for us

<opentext> how many of you women want to return to playing with dolls? or you men to playing in a sand box with tonka trucks?

<at-peace> no <h-k> not me <chosen> no thanks <Faithful> no <diligently> not me <his> not me <diligently> not

<opentext> coming into the unity...of the message delivered by the Word of God Christ.....unless we are talking and sharing what the Word is doing in one's life....how can the unity  or agreement of the Word ever arrive?

<rhoumai> can't <diligently> it can not <h-k> it won't <Faithful> cannot <chosen> it can't <joyful> it will not <his> it won't

<opentext> and...the knowledge of the Son of God....or as Paul said...and to make all men see what the fellowship of this mystery is...which is Christ in you the hope of glory....

<opentext> If we are not allowing the light of Jesus Christ to shine forth from us....then we are not doing that which Father has asked of us....we cannot be abiding in Him....

<opentext> when we were children, we did childish things....but when we matured....we are supposed to put away childish things.  How can others see how mature Christians are to act, if we are acting immature?

<rhoumai> they cannot <his> they cannot <diligently> they can not see. <chosen> they can't <h-k> they won't <diligently> Christ within me. <Faithful> they can't

<opentext> Eph 4:13 unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: (KJV)

<opentext> portraying the same role as the truth was in Jesus...that is hearing and obeying the Spirit of Christ within us.

<opentext> we are complete in Him, but how often is this the example that we set forth?

<chosen> not enough

<joyful> it should be continually

<his> not often enough

<diligently> i do fall short at times, when my tongue runs off..

<rhoumai> not as often as it should be

<Faithful> should be more often

<ready2> should be more and more each day

<opentext> Eph 4:14 14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;  (KJV)

<diligently> being swift to hear and slow to speak

<opentext> that we should no longer act or live as children.....what happens, or how does one act, when a child does not get their way?

<rhoumai> they pitch a tantrum...or pout

<diligently> spoiled

<chosen> whine

<his> anger..tantrum

<now-faith> depends on the child, but mostly they visibly show their opposition

<ready2> they make excuses and blame others

<opentext> and when pouting...or in the middle of a tantrum, how easy is it to be misled by "smoothe" words?

<h-k> very <diligently> very <Faithful> very <his> very

<rhoumai> easy, since they want to be consoled

<h-k> smoothe words are like honey

<now-faith> don't understand the question

<opentext> or, someone might say to you, yeah...i agree with you, those people only want to talk about God...and we should have some fun in our lives

<opentext> they should not be so strict....they should lighten up and live a little...

<opentext> the smoothe words men will try to mislead you with when you are unhappy or miffed with God

<now-faith> oh, ok

<opentext> the cunning craftiness that they will use, to try to get you to stray from that strait and narrow path.....

<opentext> they use false wisdom...and everything that is not of Christ...is?

<Faithful> antichrist

<his> sin, dead

<joyful> sin

<diligently> death

<rhoumai> antichrist....dead works

<ready2> fables

<diligently> for or against..no .in betweens

<opentext> Christ is the wisdom and power of God, so anything other than God's wisdom, would be antichrist...which will lead one to death

<opentext> Eph 4:15-16 15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: 16 From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love. (KJV)

<opentext> however, we are to be speaking the truth in love.....so that we may mature or grow up into Him in all things

<opentext> we all have insights into the Word....but, if we never talk it....how can we fulfill that which Father has asked of us, as members of the body of Christ

<h-k> we won't <rhoumai> we can't <Faithful> we can't <diligently> can not..it may die. <chosen> we wont <at-peace> can't 

<his> we won't if we do not speak when He has asked

<diligently> yes, always share when Father asks us to.

<diligently> no matter how our feelings are.

<opentext> YOU....have been bought with a price....God has paid the price for you, that will bring about reconciliation or restoration for you, if you will accept it. Once we have accepted it, then we have to continue in it. If we abide in Him, then He will abide with us. 

<opentext> And as we continue in the Word, then we have to study for His approval.....and one must remember that Father sees all that we do or think...so we can not fool or trick Him.

<opentext> So, what you have to ask yourself this day is; have you given yourself totally to Father? Are you doing that which He has asked of you? Are you being that example of the believers in all that you say and do?

<diligently> yes, through Christ Jesus within me.

<opentext> today, will you do that which Father is asking of you?

<rhoumai> yes, i will <Faithful> yes <joyful> yes <diligently> yes <his> yes <chosen> yes <h-k> yes <ready2> yes <at-peace> yes
