<opentext> 1 Cor 8:7 7 Howbeit there is not in every man that knowledge: for some with conscience of the idol unto this hour eat it as a thing offered unto an idol; and their conscience being weak is defiled. (KJV)

<opentext> 1Cor 8: 7 But all believers do not recognize these facts. Some, from force of habit in relation to the idol, even now eat idol sacrifices as such, and their consciences, being but weak, are polluted.(Weymouth)

<opentext> If one is eating meat offered to idols, they sure are not operating in the fulness of the Word, let alone in the meat of the Word.

<opentext> John 4:32-34, 32 But he said unto them, I have meat to eat that ye know not of. 33 Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any man brought him ought to eat? 34 Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work. (KJV)

<opentext> His meat, is to do the will of Father. This should be what drives and motivates each one of us, that is, to do everything to please Him.

<opentext> Yet, how often is that only an after thought?

<rhoumai> way too often

<diligently> too often at times

<Faithful> more than should

<chosen> often

<opentext> The only way that one is able to please Him, is if they are keeping their mind renewed by, and through His Word. This has to be in and on our mind (His Word) at all times, not just when one might think that it is convenient.

<opentext> Often times people only look to please Him, after they have got in "trouble".

<opentext> John 6:27-29, 27 Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed. 28 Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the works of God? 29 Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent. (KJV)

<opentext> How often do we labor for things other then the meat of His Word?

<opentext> Do we put more effort into our job, or relationships, or into our play time, and give God what is left over, if there is any time left over at all?

<opentext> How often are we just like the disciples, and ask Father what He wants us to do? It is in Christ that we become that new creation. It is by and through Christ that old things are past away. So then, it is only in Christ that one can maintain that liberty that is only in Christ. Continuing in the Word.

<opentext> John 6:55-58, 55 For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. 56 He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him. 57 As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he shall live by me. 58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever. (KJV)

<opentext> We should always be putting the Word on the scene. Being that example of the believers. Whether in Word; or in how we conduct our manner of living. Always allowing His light to shine. Yet, one must remember, that many are not going to like the Light.

<opentext> We sometimes forget, that is was because of this Light, that the religious leaders put Jesus Christ to death. We often have the misconception, that if we are doing what Father asks of us, that everyone is going to like us. Yet, the Lord said that the world hated Him, before it hated us.

<opentext> 1 Cor 8:8-9 8 But meat commendeth us not to God: for neither, if we eat, are we the better; neither, if we eat not, are we the worse. 9 But take heed lest by any means this liberty of yours become a stumblingblock to them that are weak. (KJV)

<opentext> 1Cor 8: 8 It is true that a particular kind of food will not bring us into God's presence; we are neither inferior to others if we abstain from it, nor superior to them if we eat it. 9 But take care lest this liberty of yours should prove a hindrance to the progress of weak believers.(Weymouth)

<opentext> How often do we see people that claim to be Christian, and try to "act" superior to everyone else? Is this the example that we should set?

<opentext> At the same time, one can not use the sword of the Spirit, to try to beat the people into submission. Is this the example that one should use?

<opentext> John 6:64-67 64 But there are some of you that believe not. For Jesus knew from the beginning who they were that believed not, and who should betray him. 65 And he said, Therefore said I unto you, that no man can come unto me, except it were given unto him of my Father. 66 From that time many of his disciples went back, and walked no more with him. 67 Then said Jesus unto the twelve, Will ye also go away? (KJV)

<opentext> So then, we do not use the Word to try to impress people, but rather to please God. We use the Word for the people to find the liberty that is only in Christ, not to put the people into bondage.

So that we have the proper directions to give to anyone, that is asking a reason of the hope within us.
