<opentext> He sent His word, and healed them, and, delivered them from "their" destructions.

<opentext> God's sacrifice was and is perfect. His power and love is perfect. We can be thankful that God does not love as we do.

<opentext> So if His love is perfect, and His restoration is perfect, where does the problem come in? 

<helpmate> all comes from within us

<chosen> when WE don't follow Christ's perfect example to us

<rhoumai> we allow the flesh to interfere in the perfect love He has placed within us

<his> when we forget to walk in His ways, revert to old ways

<opentext> It is because man tries to operate apart from God and His Word. Without faith, without the message delivered by Christ, it is impossible to please Him. 

<opentext> So anytime that one operates apart from His Word, they have disconnected from God as their source, and have now leaned to their own understanding.

<opentext> His Word is the cure for "whatever" ails us. Yet, when our spirit man is suffering, how often does one turn to the Word immediately for the solution?

<chosen> one doesn’t      <joyful> does not happen

<rhoumai> many people usually look for other solutions and use the Word as the last resort

<opentext> How often is it, that we try all kinds of other things, and the problem remains, yet we do not want to see ourselves as being outside of His Word?

<helpmate> we try all kinds of other "things" then we are outside of His Word

<chosen> when we try to hide or justify our disobedience to His Word

<his> when i become proud forgetting only Father has the answers

<d-g> when one is trying to take a shortcut, the easier path

<helpmate> yes...and we know what happens when we are proud and justify our self...the fall is great

<joyful> we try all kinds of other things when allowing other voices and distractions in, instead of listen to His Word

<opentext> Now remember, that Paul started off this section, that he did not want us to be ignorant of this spiritual relationship with Father by and through Christ. Yet, it is when one chooses to remain ignorant, that they will ignore Father's instructions. (2Tim 3:16-17)

<opentext> How often is it, that when operating in ignorance, that one tries to tell Father how things should be?

<helpmate> operating in ignorance is operating in the flesh, and the flesh always tries to justify itself

<rhoumai> when a person is operating in ignorance, that is exactly what they will do...ignorance=flesh

<opentext> Eccl 5:1Keep thy foot when thou goest to the house of God, and be more ready to hear, than to give the sacrifice of fools: for they consider not that they do evil. 2Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thine heart be hasty to utter any thing before God: for God is in heaven, and thou upon earth: therefore let thy words be few. 3For a dream cometh through the multitude of business; and a fool's voice is known by multitude of words. 4When thou vowest a vow unto God, defer not to pay it; for he hath no pleasure in fools: pay that which thou hast vowed.  (KJV)
