<opentext> Col 2:18 Let no one defraud you of your prize, priding himself on his humility and on his worship of the angels, and taking his stand on the visions he has seen, and idly puffed up with his unspiritual thoughts. (Weymouth)

<opentext> in instances as those, what does it make the Christian that has little feel like?

 <opentext> Colossians 2:18  PP1  passage has been paraphrased thus: Let no man spoil you of the prize adjudged to you, who delights in mortifying his body, and walking with the apparent modesty of an angel, affecting superior sanctity in order to gain disciples; (from Adam Clarke Commentary)

<opentext> Rom 8:11But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.  (KJV)

<opentext> By Christ rising from the dead, Jesus of Nazareth was raised from the dead, which gave us the way and the path that we too can follow.
