And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: 12 That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.  (KJV)

<his> In verse 11 does " God shall send them strong delusion" refer to the hiding of the mystery (open secret) with His Word (Mark 4: 12, That seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing they may hear, and not understand; lest at any time they should be converted, and their sins should be forgiven them) or to something else ?

<opentext> Well, lets look at verse 10 for a moment....because they received not the love of the truth....for God so loved the world, that He gave....His only begotten Son...who was full of grace and truth...

<opentext> Then we have to look at verse 12, and that it says that they might be damned, who believed not the truth.....

<opentext> So then we see that they received not the love of God, Christ Jesus, therefore they did not believe.....so if the Son then was no longer here, would that not then leave them with the delusion of the lie that would be left?

<opentext> note also in verse 17, that if any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy.....by allowing His Spirit to whither and depart from us...can only lead to destruction. Not that God destroys us, but rather that by allowing His Word to slip, and us allowing it to depart, leads to death or destruction.
