<opentext> Now, as we grow up into Him in all things, we receive a clearer vision from Him, of all that we are, and all that we have received of Him. This causes one to realize more where they are to be seated.

<opentext> So then, each day we are here, we are to receive from Him, until the day that we get home.

<opentext> John 16:13-15 13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. 14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 15 All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you. (KJV)

<steph_bru> Prov 16:7 7 When a man's ways please the LORD, he maketh even his enemies to be at peace with him. (KJV)

<opentext> What we often forget, is that it makes the enemies at peace with us. The religious leaders do not consider themselves enemies of God.

<opentext> Who was it that persecuted Jesus Christ?

<steph_bru> the religious leaders

<opentext> the enemies of God, or those that "thought" they were His?

<opentext> That is why we have to hear what the Word is saying, not what we hope it says. In this world we "will" have persecution....

<opentext> John 16:33 33 These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.  (KJV)

<opentext> John 15:20-21 20 Remember the word that I said unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord. If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they have kept my saying, they will keep yours also. 21 But all these things will they do unto you for my name's sake, because they know not him that sent me.
(KJV)

<steph_bru> just wondering how they can be at peace with us then?

<opentext> They will not understand us, but will often say that we are good people or such. They will even acknowledge that the world needs more people like us, but are not yet ready themselves for that kind of radical change in their life.

<steph_bru> because they see the peace of God within us, even though they wont admit it?

<opentext> They see it, but do not understand it, and are not yet ready to pursue it. They are not against God or a system of moral values.
