<d-g> Isa 55:8-9 8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD. 9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts. (KJV) 

<opentext> James 1:2-4 2 My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations; 3 Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience. 4 But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing. (KJV) 

<d-g> God knows the end result of what He is asking of us, just a matter of being faithful and letting His peace rule, rather than the things that we see in the outward 
<d-g> and then once we can get our thoughts and idea's out of the way, His word will accomplish what He intended 

<d-g> Isa 55:10-11 10 For as the rain cometh down, and the snow from heaven, and returneth not thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it bring forth and bud, that it may give seed to the sower, and bread to the eater: 11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it. (KJV) 

<d-g> the carnal  mind is enmity with God, and is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be 
<opentext> Note that James says when you fall into divers temptations......when you have allowed yourself to get into the midst of these things... 
<d-g> the spirit and the flesh are contrary one to another, and when we lean to our own understanding, we will fall 
<opentext> so it is a matter of one's priorities had gotten away from God and His Word, one had surrounded themselves with the wrong kinds of thoughts and motivations, and then wondered how or why they had got to this place....but the fact is they ignored God and His Word.

<Faithful> Phil 4:11 11 Not that I speak in respect of want: for I have learned, in whatsoever state I am, therewith to be content. (KJV) 

<Faithful> learning to get the flesh out of the way and listen to the spirit in all situations no matter what is going on around us
