<opentext> Walking by faith, and not by sight. Walk in the Spirit, and then one will not be led astray by the lusts, the desires, of the flesh or the old nature. His Word is what is supposed to be the lamp unto our feet, and the light to our path. God is a Spirit, and to worship, and fellowship with Him, one must operate in His Spirit.

<opentext> One still often wants to revert to the old ways of doing things, as for the majority of one's life they were led by the flesh. Now one has to train themselves in the ways of God. It is only as one places the flesh and its reasoning aside, that one is able to begin to see in the spirit realm.
