<opentext> Father, we thank you for this day, this moment in time, that we are able to

 receive from you, that which you have prepared for us from the beginning, by and through Christ Jesus.

 

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.

10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. KJV

 

<opentext> Those things necessary for our salvation, God has prepared and ready for those that love Him.

<opentext> Just as with a great feast, one never is quite sure what is prepared, until the dinner is uncovered and served; so it is with that which God, and what He wants to reveal to His children concerning their inheritance.

opentext> In the world, people are always concerned and will fight over an inheritance. Yet, how many do we see that are really concerned of that which is their rightful inheritance in God?

<chosen> very few  <disciple> not very many

<helpmate> very few…many are called...few are chosen

<opentext> We are to seek first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness, and then, is all that we have need of added [revealed] unto us.

<opentext> Yet, how often does one go to God, expecting God to reveal that which He has for them? Is one really expectant that God wants to reveal Himself to us?

<disciple> they should be...unless a person goes to Father asking in faith, they will receive nothing from Him

<chosen> more now than ever before

<helpmate> most want God to reveal Himself to them without having to do anything on their part…..from faith to faith

 

<opentext> Gal 1:11 But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man. 12 For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ. KJV

 

<opentext> An area that hinders many in their relationship with God, is that they expect someone else to teach them that which they need to know.

<opentext> Paul, in his many years of worldly study, yet states clearly that he was not taught by man; he didn't receive it from man; and it was not patterned after man. Paul is clear to state that it was by revelation.

<opentext> The disclosure of Jesus Christ to Him, and how to become and maintain an active participation in the divine nature of Christ in his walk.

<opentext> Yet, in one's daily conversations with God, do you expect to receive revelation?

<d-h> yes  <helpmate> yes  <disciple> most times

<opentext> Is that something [revelation]you expect every time, sometimes. or only once in awhile?

<helpmate> never really stopped to think of it that way, but should be all the time

<disciple> occasionally, i am grumbling...although i should always go to Father in praise, expecting to receive revelation from Him

<chosen> sometimes... only when we sincerely seek Him with our whole heart, before everything else in this world

<d-h> g: have learnt to daily expect at least one new insight into the Word

<opentext> So then, we can see that for most, they do not always expect revelation from God. That they limit the involvement of God within their own life.

 

<opentext> 1 Tim 3:16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory. KJV

 

<opentext> The mystery of godliness; the ability of the believer to have the divine nature of Christ manifest in them, and their life.

 

<opentext> Definition for "manifest": 5319  phaneroo-

 to make manifest or visible or known what has been hidden or unknown, to manifest, whether by words, or deeds, or in any other way 

a) to make actual and visible, realized 

b) to make known by teaching

<opentext> Does one really allow the divine nature of Christ to be actual and visible, fully realized in their life?

<disciple> probably not fully realized in one's life, but should always be an example of the believer in Christ

<helpmate> try to day by day but sometimes when one is out in the world and has to deal with the things of the world it can be hard because it is not the way of the worked

<chosen> always room for growth in that area

<opentext> Does one allow Christ to be exposed in full view in their life?

<helpmate> try to let His light shine through

<disciple> we should always allow Christ to shine through us, that others may recognize Him in us, by our behavior and conversation

<d-h> g: we should strive to get to the place where we can say we are never ashamed of the gospel of Christ

<opentext> So when we see revelation, one must also remember that a part of it, is allowing Christ to be revealed in full view in our life as well. How much we allow the revelation of God in our life, is going to determine how much of Christ we want to reveal to the world around us.

 

<opentext> Philem 6 That the communication of thy faith may become effectual by the acknowledging of every good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus. KJV

 

<opentext> Just as at a movie theater, a projector is used to transfer an image to the screen, so that other people are able to see. As a possessor of the divine nature, one has to always be asking how well they are projecting, manifesting the nature of God within them, for others to see.

opentext> Is the light of the projector always clean and bright? Is the lens clear of dirt and smudges for an accurate portrayal? Is it in focus? Is the sound track in sync with the picture?

<opentext> If our light is hid, what kind of picture will one present?

<helpmate> not one of Christ in me

<disciple> very dark...unable to see Christ in me <chosen> a dark or distorted one

<d-h> a distorted one at best  <d-h> j: darkness

<opentext> If it is not in focus, how long will you be able to keep another persons interest?

<disciple> not very long at all   <helpmate> not long at all  <chosen> not long

<opentext> If the words are not in sync with the picture [the walk does not line up with the talk] why will people want to hear or see anything God wants to manifest through you?

<disciple> they would not  <d-h> they will not  <chosen> they wouldn't

<helpmate> being a hearer but not a doer

<opentext> So we can see, that one usually only thinks of revelation as being from God to us, but seldom does one remain cognizant of the fact that it is also talking of how we present that revelation to the world around us.

<opentext> How well are you effectively communicating your faith today?

<helpmate> How much we allow the revelation of God in our life, is going to determine how much of Christ we want to reveal to the world around us.

<helpmate> Luke 6:38Give, and it shall be given unto you; good measure, pressed down, and shaken together, and running over, shall men give into your bosom. For with the same measure that ye mete withal it shall be measured to you again. (KJV)
