<disciple> we tend to blunder our words...but should be quick to hear and slow to speak.

 

<opentext> Thus we can see why we have to see our old way of talking as a dead language, that no longer means anything to you, or your way of thinking or comprehending.

<opentext> We are to live and abide by each and every word that proceeds forth from the mouth of God, recognizing and realizing that His Words are indeed life. And by following the example of Jesus Christ, in only doing those things we see the Father doing, and only speaking those things, those words that we hear the Father speak.

<opentext> As we talked about yesterday, that our old nature is dead. And that we should see the old nature for what it really is, a stinking, decomposing corpse, that is of no value to us or anyone else. So if that old nature is dead and gone, then so should the old way of talking and communicating.

<opentext> Our new nature depends in and upon every word that He speaks, and we should recognize that this is the only way for us to sustain life in Him.

<opentext> Stop and think for a moment; if the devil held people literally to every word contrary to life that they spoke, how long would it take before people figured out what was going on, and change their way of communicating?

<opentext> And for those that claim to be Christian, the devil is much quicker to come against, because they tend to be a greater threat against his kingdom, and yet, few comprehend that, and so we can see why the Word says that His people perish for a lack of knowledge.

<opentext> How often are you really cognizant of the fact that the words that you put out there are either death, or they are life?

<disciple> if i was always aware of that, i would be much more watchful about what words proceeds forth out of my mouth

<opentext> Rom 6:13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. KJV

 

<opentext> Do not yield to, recommend, or stand beside any thing that promotes the devil, his kingdom, and the death that it produces.

<opentext> Do you realize, that when one is not cognizant of the words that they speak, that they then have made a choice to be a representative of the devil, and have made the choice to promote his kingdom rather then that which is of God?

<opentext> Now how many of you would walk around all day dragging around decomposing corpses, and attempt to persuade people to come along with you on your journey?

<opentext> If we were to remember always, that it is either death or life [no in between], would one be as quick to dismiss something, as just a little, or insignificant thing?

<opentext> Not even little errands! Now, think about this for a moment; how many of you would thing of sitting on a couch with a corpse for any amount of time?

<opentext> SO then, why does one continue to [aside from that which Father asks of us for His purpose] hang around decomposing people, places or things? 

<opentext> Evil communications corrupts [causes death and decomposition of] good morals or manners. Paul did not say that it might, he said that it does. Thus we can see why Paul implores us to no longer yield our life in any way or fashion, to the old way of life and thinking.

 

<opentext> But yielding ourselves wholly to God. That is, to present ourselves to God, a living sacrifice, that is wholly good and acceptable to Him. And, you have been blessed with the opportunity to do that this day!
