<chosen> we thank you Father for this time together in your Word with you, to feast on the food that you have prepared for us... we pray that we will hear your voice and be receptive to your counsel, seeking you first this day, through your Son, Christ Jesus 

 

<opentext> Rom 11:28-29, 28 As concerning the gospel, they are enemies for your sakes: but as touching the election, they are beloved for the fathers' sakes. 29 For the gifts and calling of God are without repentance. KJV

 

<opentext> One thing one must keep in mind, that anyone that is not for Him, is against Him. 

<opentext> All too often people become selective in who they consider their enemy, but if they reject Him, if they have not the Spirit of Christ, then they are none of His.

 

<opentext> Rom 11:29,  For God's gifts and His call are irrevocable. [He never withdraws them when once they are given, and He does not change His mind about those to whom He gives His grace or to whom He sends His call.] AMP

 

<opentext> Even though we will say that God is true; even though we will say that he is constant, yet how often does one doubt what He says; or question His counsel?

<chosen> when we allow the old thinking back in, rather than having the mind of Christ

<h-c> exactly...we become double minded

 

<opentext> Isa 55:11, So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it. KJV

 

<opentext> His Word is truth.

<opentext> His Word will go forth and accomplish that which it is sent to do.

<opentext> So the problem for people, then comes in, when they doubt, or question His authority, because their mind is not settled and stabilized in and on Him.

<opentext> If you will recall, Paul tells us in Philippians, what one "should" be thinking, meditating in and on. 

<opentext> Yet, how often is the mind allowed to remain undisciplined and think on the wrong things?

<chosen> it only takes a little bit of leaven... one wrong thought leads to many

<opentext> Study to show thyself approved unto God: train a child in the way they should go: the Bible give us all kinds of instruction on how to maintain proper footing, yet how often does one heed that counsel, so that they stay in agreement with God?

<h-c> one should all the time....but that doesn't always happen

<opentext> Let's look at it this way for a moment; if you are given a prescription to bring about the healing, but you choose to make your own operating instructions, do you think the medicine will accomplish that which it was sent to do?

<h-c> no      <chosen> no

<opentext> The Psalmist scribes that He sent His Word and healed them, and delivered them form their destruction: but one has to follow, in order to be delivered; one has to heed the instructions.

<h-c> one has to choose to follow them...their choice

<opentext> God has sent His Word, and it will accomplish that which He pleases; now if you will recall from the gospel of John, that Jesus Christ only did the things He saw the Father do, and only spoke the things He heard the Father speak, and this pleased God. So what do you think it takes for God's Word sent forth, to return pleasing to Him?

<h-c> listen to Him and follow His prescription that is designed just for you

<chosen> that we hear and obey it

<opentext> Simple obedience.

 

<opentext> Num 23:19-20,19 God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent: hath he said, and shall he not do it? or hath he spoken, and shall he not make it good? 20 Behold, I have received commandment to bless: and he hath blessed; and I cannot reverse it. KJV

 

<opentext> Knowing God to be true and every man a liar, so that you may be justified in your sayings, and be an overcomer when you are judged.

<opentext> God's blessings are for those that hear, obey and then live His Word. He has blessed us with all spiritual blessings in the heavenlies in Christ Jesus, if, we continue in the truth; His Word is truth.

<opentext> The gifts and the calling of God are without repentance. His Word will remain there to deliver anyone seeking a relationship with Him.

<opentext> That is what His Word was sent to do. If you will recall, that Jesus Christ is referred to as the Word of God; thus we can see why He said that He sent His Word to heal us, and the deliver us from our own destructions.

<opentext> No different then the children of Israel having been sent Moses to deliver them; but, did they follow the instructions given them for deliverance?

<chosen> no     <h-c> no

<opentext> No, they mumbled and grumbled and complained about all that was done for them, and looked for alternative ways and methods.

<opentext> Think for a moment how when Abraham first believed God, and then how as Israel came about and developed [according to them] and how the more they thought they developed, the further away from God they got, so by the time Jesus Christ arrived on the scene, they could not even recognize Father's promise.

<opentext> No different then after the original disciples and the edict Jesus Christ gave them, how it has been altered and polluted until this present day, so that the church is in no better shape today, then Israel was at the time Jesus Christ arrived.

<opentext> He sent His word to heal and deliver us; now a matter of whether one will hear and obey. After all, faith is by hearing and obeying the Message once delivered to us by and through Christ Jesus.
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
